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Nicodemus National Historic Site Seeks Public Comments





Visitor Center Site Selection Study and Environmental Analysis





 The Superintendent of Nicodemus National Historic Site announces the availability of a Site Selection Study and Environmental Assessment (EA) for public review.  This study and assessment documents the process taken to determine programming requirements, a general preferred alternative and environmental analysis relating to a proposed Visitor Center at the Historic Site.


In developing this document, the planning team considered the impacts of a Visitor Center located within the National Historic Landmark District (NHLD) with one located outside of the district via a number of alternative actions. The EA reflects the park’s preferred alternative which is to locate the Visitor Center within the NHLD.


Under the National Environmental Policy Act, federal agencies are required to solicit public input into the management of their natural and cultural resources. Additionally, the park will hold two public meetings:  Saturday February 11, 2012 from 1pm to 3pm and Tuesday February 14, 2012 from 6 pm to 8 pm.  Both will be structured presentations, so a prompt arrival is appreciated.  Both meetings will be held at the Visitor Center / Township Hall in Nicodemus.  Additionally, the Park will have documents on display for comment between February 11 and March 12 at the same location.
