No additional fees are associated with Part II – the application for competitive selection for big game hunter transportation services in Noatak National Preserve (Source: Part II Application & Instructions, “Application Process”, page 3).

Statement/Question 2: 
Am I required to submit an electronic copy of my completed application?  My completed application includes a handwritten “Alaska National Interest Lands Conservation Act, Section 1307, Preferred Operator Application”.
NPS Answer 2:  
An electronic copy on CD or DVD (searchable PDF is preferred) should be submitted (Source: Application Instructions, “Application Format”, page 2).  However, an electronic copy is not required and in particular, a handwritten response to the “Alaska National Interest Lands Conservation Act, Section 1307, Preferred Operator Application” portion of the application commencing at page 6 is acceptable.
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
