Biological Sciences, GS-0404:

Assists researchers and resource management specialists in collecting and analyzing data on flora and fauna.  Collects preserves and identifies biological specimens including fish and wildlife, aquatic and terrestrial invertebrate and plants.  Conducts Fire Effects Monitoring.
Communications Operator, GS-0392:

Assists in keeping the Communications Center running by utilizing various communications equipment, including a telephone console, two-way radio system, and computer.  Answers incoming telephone calls, monitors all radio communications, provides support for all park emergencies, including search and rescue, fires, law enforcement incidents and aviation flight following.

Firefighter, GS-0462:

Serve as a member of a 4-10 person fire management crew, maintains fire tools and equipment, assists with preparation of prescribed burn units and implements burn as a line holder or igniter, performs wildfire suppression, thins unwanted trees using a chainsaw, collects and piles unwanted forest debris for disposal, aids a number of agencies with fire related field tasks.

Forestry Technician, GS-0462: 

Serve as fire lookouts or to detect fires from a lookout station, and/or take daily weather observations.  Also serves as a public contact for backcountry hikers providing information about wildfire protection, park resources and wilderness concerns.

Museum Technicians, GS-1016:

Provide technical assistance in inventorying, recording, researching and organizing museum collections.

Physical Science Technicians, GS-1311:

Assists the Park Geologist and Resource Management Specialist--provides assistance in identification, collection and storage of geologic, air quality, climatic and hydrologic measurements.

Qualifications: 

GS-3: 6 months of general experience or 1 year of college (30 semester hours) with course(s) related to the occupation.
GS-4: 6 months of general experience and 6 months specialized experience or 2 years of college (60 semester hours with 12 semester hours of coursework in subjects such as forestry, agriculture, crop or plant science, range management or conservation, wildlife management, watershed management, soil science, natural resources, outdoor recreation management, civil or forest engineering, or wildland fire science.  No more than 3 semester hours in mathematics is creditable. 

GS-5: 1 year of specialized experience equivalent to the GS-4 level or 4 years of college leading to a bachelor's degree with 24 semester hours of coursework as above.  No more than 6 semester hours in mathematics is creditable.
