This park was created to protect the only paleotropic rainforest ecosystem in the
National Park Service.  We aspire to work with other government agencies, villages, and
schools, and lead the island in the protection of the marine and terrestrial resources.
  We cannot deal with non-native plants and animals alone, and so to be successful, we
need to educate, inspire, and work with others to manage the island ecosystem  The
island ecosystem is in good enough condition that we have hope to maintain it in a
heathy state.  The park was created to preserve the Samoan culture, and is the only NPS
area that presents this culture.  We will work with local people to present and
preserve the Samoan culture, past, present, and future.  The enabling legislation gives
us authority to hire local Samoan people to develop Samoan leaders for the future of
all NPS areas.  We will hire and train local people, both in villages and park staff,
to be educators and leaders in the protection of the cultural and natural resources of
American Samoa.  We hope that these leaders will also serve in other areas of the
National Park Service.

We do not have any
maintenance staff.  We will hire maintenance staff to build and maintain
trails.
