fund his next adventure. The company he founded 
later became known as Patagonia.

Throughout the company’s history, utter con-
cern for the environment and for the elements has 
reigned supreme in every aspect of the business.

Chouinard co-founded the “1% for the Planet” pro-
gram, which today consists of 1,472 companies that 
donate one percent of their gross sales (not profits) to a 
worldwide network of environmental organization.

In the 1990s, Chouinard and Doug Tompkins, 

founder of The North Face, began to acquire large 
tracts of land for conservation purposes.

Some of these lands have already been donated 
to their respective countries as new national parks 
like the proposed Patagonia National Park along the 
Chile/Argentine border.
