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Organ Pipe Cactus National Monument is comprised of 330,000 acres in western Pima
county in Southern Arizona. Our headquarters and the Kris Eggle Visitor Center can be
found at mile marker 75 on Hwy 85, approximately 35 miles south of Ajo.

Organ Pipe Cactus National Monument is the geographic heart of the Sonoran Desert and
protects a vast wilderness, providing habitat for rare and endangered plant and animal
species. Towering Saguaro Cacti are joined here by our namesake, the Organ Pipe
Cactus, which grows up on the bajadas dopes and is not found elsewhere in the United
States.

Two scenic drives and two campgrounds are open year round. The Kris Eggle Visitor
Center is open 7 days a week from 8am to 5pm, excluding federal holidays. Ranger
programs are available daily from December through April, and by request during other
times of the year.
