BLUFF CAVE
Bluff Cave is gated to protect the contents of the cave including the forms of cave life that live there, and to protect unprepared visitors from harm.

Permits to visit Bluff Cave are available between Memorial Day and Labor Day.

Bluff Cave consists of nearly 1000ft (300m) of cave passage. Much of the cave passage is less than 6ft (2m) high and exploring the cave beyond the entrance requires crawling on hands and knees and, eventually, one’s stomach through passages that are as low as 1ft (0.3m) in height. To be more blunt: you probably do not want to get a permit for Bluff Cave if you are not comfortably crawling on your belly for  50ft of 18” high passage.

The cave exhibits much evidence of poor usage in the past and many cave speleothems (stalactites and stalagmites) have been broken. This vandalism was done in the past, before the gate was constructed, and represents illegal and inappropriate behavior. Please help us protect the resources in other, ungated, caves in the park.
