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Ozark National Scenic Riverways is now accepting applications for Commercial Use Agreements (CUAs) with horseback riding service providers.  According to Public Law, the National Park Service (NPS) issues permits to either individuals or corporations providing commercial services to visitors in park areas. 
It is the policy of the NPS to encourage recreation activities that are consistent with applicable legislation, that promote visitor enjoyment of park resources, the protection of resources and are compatible with other visitor uses.  “Partnerships created between Ozark National Scenic Riverways and local commercial businesses benefit both equally and foster a framework of cooperation between NPS and local establishments. I view this as seeking a balance with the many uses of our park,” said Superintendent Reed Detring.

Outfitters who actively do business within the park boundaries are required to obtain a CUA.  There is a fee attached to this process. These authorizations will be good for one year. The requirements are found within the park information package. 
CUAs will be handled by the Concession Program Office in Van Buren, Missouri.
