Foam Coolers to be Prohibited on Riverways starting 2007


Ozark National Scenic Riverways has announced that starting January 1, 2007, all exterior foam or solid foam type coolers typically known as “Styrofoam” coolers will be prohibited on the Jacks Fork and Current Rivers.  The new rule will reduce litter, as these types of coolers break up easily into smaller parts which litter the river banks.  Hard-shelled plastic coolers will continue to be allowed as they do not break as easily.  The National Park Service appreciates support from the public regarding this new regulation.
