Action: Ancient Redwood Forest and Watershed Restoration. This project would
restore critical salnon habitat through restoration of failing and abandoned
| oggi ng roads in the Redwood and MII Creek watersheds. |In these sane areas,
it would accelerate the recovery of previously | ogged areas to old growth
redwood forests, is sustainable in design and material, and would provide for
a nunber of ecosystem services such as clean water and carbon sequestration,
t hus hel ping to curb global climte change.

Action: Restore Natural and Yurok Cultural Influences at Gann’s Prairie. This
project would partner with the Yurok tribe to restore upland prairies to the
condition that existed prior to Anglo influences restricting the use of fire.
It would restore natural processes and cultural influences providing
benefits for both visitors as well as Native Anericans.

Action: Fulfill the Vision for MI|l Creek Redwoods. This project would
restore natural conditions and develop visitor facilities on the recently
acqui red 25,000 acre addition to the state park which is a part of the
stat e/ nati onal park partnership.

Conduct field seninars regarding all
facets of forest and streamrestorati on work including, planning, design,
surveyi ng, oversight, heavy equi pnent techniques, contracting, nonitoring and
eval uati on.

Rehabilitate over 2,000 mles of trails within or connected to nati onal
parks, including trails accessible to those with disabilities.

Action: To inprove recreational opportunities and provide an integrated
network of trails for visitor health and enjoyment the parks will construct
31 miles of newtrail, one trail head parking area, and two backcountry
canpgrounds. Project is to inplement the portions of the park's trails plan
that call for new trail construction. Many of the newtrails will connect
with or provide loops to trails in adjacent state parks nanaged in
partnership with the NPS.

I ncrease visitation by 25 percent at |esser-known parks through a national
tourismeffort ained at hel ping people to discover the breadth of parks and
experi ences.

Action: Joint Agency VC. Create joint Redwood National and State Parks
visitor contact station, entrance area, and canpground in the Hiouchi area.
This project would inplenent the outconme of the currently underway assessment
of alternatives for providing joint visitor services in the extrenely popul ar
Hi ouchi Flats/ Jedediah Smith State Park area. A significant restructuring
of visitor services in the area is needed due to duplicative functions,

obsol ete facilities, and the presence of sensitive cultural resources.

Action: Multi Agency VC. To establish stronger park/conmunity realtionships
and to pronpote tourismto an area of California |acking a strong nmarketing
voi ce, create a Joint Visitor Information Center with the Harbor District and
ot her agencies in Del Norte County. Project is to plan, design and construct
a visitor information center that would serve nultiple entities and agencies
in Crescent City, California and help in a consolidated pronotion of the area
and i nproved visitor service. Most operational costs could be secured by
redirecting existing staff.
