Join Ranger Danielle as she share Passamaquoddy legends from her tribe, who have lived in this region for thousands of years! Children welcome.  30 minutes.

Meeting of Two Worlds

Join a Ranger and travel back to the year 1604 as we reassemble the story of Saint Croix Island. 45 minutes.
