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The Santa Fe Trail and El Camino Real de Tierra Adentro formed an international route
of commerce used between 1821 and 1880.

From the plaza, traders passed through what is now Amelia White Park. Ruts left by their
wagons were once visible through this park as well as the neighboring two block area.
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Amelia Elizabeth White donated this property to the

City of Santa Fe. Through her
philanthropy she supported preservation and helped to revitalize Spanish Colonial and
Indian Arts and Crafts.
