JACQUELINE SCHWAB

In Ken Burns’ words, “Jacqueline Schwab brings more feeling and intensity to music than anyone I know. Her playing is insistent, physical, heartfelt and ... unusually moving.”  Pianist Jacqueline Schwab has been heard on a dozen of Burns’ documentaries, including his Grammy award-winning Civil War, his Emmy award-winning Baseball, Lewis and Clark, Mark Twain, The War, his recently-premiered The National Parks: America’s Best Idea and his recently-premiered Tenth Inning to his Baseball series. Jacqueline’s latest project for Ken Burns will be his upcoming documentary on the Dust Bowl. She has also been heard on other PBS documentaries, including The Irish in America and Ric Burns’ New York: A Documentary Film.   
She has performed at the White House for President Clinton (celebrating Burns’ Lewis and Clark series) and also, with singer Jean Redpath, on Minnesota Public Radio’s A Prairie Home Companion (in St. Paul) and CBS’ Late Show with David Letterman (on May 21, 2009).  She has recorded and performed with Scottish fiddlers Alasdair Fraser and Laura Risk, Scottish singer Jean Redpath and the English dance music quartet Bare Necessities and others.  Jacqueline has three solo recordings: Mad Robin, Down Came an Angel and Mark Twain’s America and the duo Celtic Dialogue recording, with Scottish fiddler Laura Risk. WAYNE HANKIN  is a period instrument specialist and has played 400 different instruments over a 30 year career. Specializing in medieval, renaissance and baroque periods, Wayne has mastered instruments played only by a small handful of people in the world including various bagpipes, hornpipes, flutes, whistles, gemshorns, trumps, bone flutes, double reeds and others. There are also instruments made exclusively for his talents of which he is the sole performer. 

With over 4000 concerts to his credit, Wayne has played every major city in the United States and Canada, as well as countless venues worldwide. He has performed on 7 productions with Cirque du Soleil, most recently Totem. His varied career includes over a hundred performances with Early Music NY. For leading theater companies, Wayne has served as musical director for the Schaubühne, Long Wharf Theater, Alley Theater, Center Stage, BAM and the  Odeon Paris. Recorded work includes major labels ECM, RCA, BMG and SONY, appearances on television networks CBS, ABC, NBC, HBO, AMC and BRAVO and his conducting debut at the Houston Grand Opera.  He has also performed solo on major Hollywood films from Resident Evil II to Disney's Princess Adventures. With over 300 works composed for period instruments, Wayne has received numerous awards and commissions from ASCAP Awards to The National Endowment of the Arts, etc. His new film 7 SOLOS was recently awarded best short subject at The World Music and Independent Film Festival in Washington DC.
