Talk and Book Signing
Cornish, NH:  A new book, The Greater Journey: Americans in Paris, by historian and author, David McCullough, prominently features the sculptor, Augustus Saint-Gaudens. Meet the author for talk and a book signing, at Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site, Saturday, October 8, 2011, 10:30 A.M.  The event is included with regular admission to the site.
McCullough’s latest book, published this spring, contains stories of Americans of various occupations who traveled to Paris during the 19th century to study, or to experience the city’s culture and ambience. Artists like John Singer Sargent, Mary Casset, and especially Augustus Saint-Gaudens, are among expatiates included in the book. Saint-Gaudens spent more than nine years in Paris, first as youth studying at the Ecole des Beaux Artes, next when newly married and working on his first major public monument to Admiral David Farragut. Finally, at the height of his fame, for the three years leading up to the great Paris International Exposition of 1900, where he won a gold medal for his work.
After the event, you can wander around the site and enjoy the exhibits. On view are full bronze casts of the Farragut Monument and the Shaw Memorial, as well as other sculptures discussed in the book such as the relief of John Singer Sargent, and the relief of Sargent’s sister, Violet.
Saint-Gaudens National Historic Site is located off NH Route 12A just north of the Cornish-Windsor Covered Bridge. Admission is $5.00 per person; children ages 15 and younger are admitted free. As a Federal Fee Area, the America the Beautiful, annual, senior, and access passes are honored.
