If a medical emergency occurs on a public inventory program:

1. From 6 AM to 6 PM call the BioBlitz emergency number:  520-202-2715.  After 6 PM, call 1-800-637-9152.  
2. Declare the nature of the emergency
              a. Medical injury/illness?  If injury/illness is it Life Threatening? 
3.   Identify the on-scene Point of Contact (POC) by last name.
4.   Identify nature of incident, number injured, patient assessment(s) and location (geographic and GPS coordinates, if needed)
5.   Identify preferred method of patient transport (for example, is a  helicopter needed?)
7.   Request any additional resources and/or equipment needed
8.   Document all information received and transmitted 
9.   Identify any changes in the on-scene Point of Contact or medical personnel as they occur






Non-emergency evacuation from public inventory programs

        1. Any individual who identifies themselves as not able to continue a hike, or is judged by the group leader as 
            not being able to continue will be subject to non-emergency evacuation. The group leader will have final say 
            regarding any objections to evacuation, but will always do what he or she believes to be the safest option.
        2. All such evacuations will be accompanied out by other personnel, preferably a person who is trained and as a
            currently certified in First Responder, Wilderness First Aid, Wilderness First Responder, Outdoor Emergency
            Medicine or higher.
        3. If the person leaving the backcountry is under the age of 18 will be evacuated under Child Protection Guide-
            lines. There must be two adults with one child, or one adult with two children. In no instance will one adult
            and one child be paired for a hike out.
        4. Dispatch will be notified in the event of a “Hike Out” with both beginning and ending times. The on-scene
            medical Unit Leader will identify any injuries and indicate if transport to a medical facility is recommended.
        5. Evacuations will be considered for family emergencies, but no hike out will occur after nightfall, or during
            adverse weather unless approved by the Incident Commander, or a person acting in his capacity.
