Check In/Check Out for Scientists
It is required that all scientists either verbally or physically check-in with their Park liaison before their program. Read below to determine where and how you will need to check-in and out for your programs. If you have not received your Scientist Packet before your first program, you will NEED to physically come to a check-in/out location to pick up these materials. Additionally, you NEED to come back to one of these locations after your program to drop off your data and all completed volunteer waivers.
If you do not have an ambassador for your program, it is YOUR responsibility to have the public participants complete the NGS waiver and photo release. These forms will be in your scientist packet. If you do have an ambassador, it is their responsibility to get these forms completed. Work together to make sure these forms are filled out and returned at one of the check-in stations.
Tucson Mountain District
Once you have received your Scientist Packet, you no longer have to physically check-in. You can call one of the provided numbers to let us know you are on your way to your program. You will still need to check-OUT in person after your programs, ensuring that we receive your data and the waivers/forms that your participants completed before your activity. If you are checking in remotely between the hours of 6am and 6pm, call Lauren at 520-661-7936 or Bethany at 520-400-2317. After 6pm, call Kim at 520-241-7333.
TMD Public Inventories- Base Camp: For those who will be working from Base Camp, there will be a Scientist Check In/Out table near the Science Tent (look for a sign that says “Inventories Start Here”). If you still need to pick up your Scientist Packet, it will be available at the Base Camp check-in.   Tiffany Alvarez will be here to support you (520-289-7280). She can also direct you toward the data tent and the nearby Operations Building where meals will be provided. Dinners are limited and will only be available for scientists staying to analyze their data during dinner hours.
You will meet up with the ambassador(s) assigned (if assigned) to your inventory and your registered participants at this location.  Return here after your inventory to check out and turn in your data.
TMD Public Inventories outside of Base Camp: Check in and check out at the Arizona-Sonora Desert Museum (ASDM) at 2021 North Kinney Road Tucson AZ 85743 if you are doing a program that is NOT from Base Camp. You will need to drive directly to ASDM. Signs will direct you to Education Annex Rm. #2.  Return here after your inventory to turn in datasheets, waivers, and to check out. Lauren Kingston and Bethany Hontz will be available here to support you. A limited number of meals will be available.
TMD Environmental Education programs: All EE programs will be happening Friday morning. All EE program Scientists (except the ones at Base Camp) will report to the Arizona-Sonora Desert Museum at 2021 North Kinney Road Tucson AZ 85743 to check in.  You may pick up your scientist packet here if you were unable to do so at the Scientist Dinner on Thursday evening. At the end of the program, give your data sheets to the data manager that will be stationed at your program site. Justin Kolb will be available via cell phone at 215-260-9146.
TMD Student Inventories outside of Base Camp: Check in and check out at the Arizona-Sonora Desert Museum at 2021 North Kinney Road Tucson AZ 85743 if you are doing a program that is NOT from Base Camp.  You will need to drive directly to ASDM. Signs will direct you to Education Annex Rm. #2. Last minute changes may be announced, and handouts will be distributed here if necessary.  Return here after your inventory to turn in datasheets and check out. Justin Kolb will be available via cell phone at 215-260-9146.
TMD Night Time Inventories (after 6pm): All check-in stations will be closed at 6pm. You will need to call Kim Kwasny at 520-241-7333 to check-in/out after hours. She will be traveling to the various trailheads to visit with the night time programs, and will deliver your scientist packet at starting time if you haven’t gotten it yet. Call her at the end of your programs and she will come and pick up your data and signed volunteer waivers. She will be capable of downloading pictures in the field, but the process will be very slow. If you plan to return to one of the check-in/out stations on Saturday, please wait and download your data then.
Rincon Mountain District
RMD Public Inventories, Environmental Education Programs, and Student Inventories: Check in and out at the RMD Resource Management Building at 3693 S. Old Spanish Trail Tucson AZ 85730 (near the Visitor Center, there will be signs). Drive directly to this station before you go out on your inventory, unless other arrangements have been made with Kara O’Brien. Drop off data sheets/download pictures at the same location, this will serve as a check out. Breakfast and lunch will be available based on your schedule. Kara O’Brian and Dana Backer will be available here to support you. NOTE: On Friday morning, some scientists will need to be shuttled. Those scientists to be shuttled have already been contacted.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Night Time Inventories (after 6pm): The Resource Management Building will be staffed by Rob Hastings from 6pm-1am. Drive directly to the Resource Building before you go out on your inventory to check in. Drop off completed data sheets/download pictures at the same location, this will serve as a check out. 
Food details for Scientist Packet
TMD public Base Camp inventories: There will be a food station located near the Operations Building at Base Camp.  Present the wristband included in your scientist packet to receive meals and snacks.  On Friday, breakfast, lunch, dinner, and snacks will be provided.  Note: For Friday evening only a limited amount of dinners are available and are meant for scientists that are analyzing data in the science tent. On Saturday, breakfast, lunch, and snacks will be provided. Please note that even with provided meals, you will want to bring snacks for yourself.
TMD environmental education programs: Meals and snacks will be available at check in or field sites for school programs.
TMD public and other student inventories: There will be a food station located near the Operations Building at Base Camp.  There will also be a food station with a limited number of meals located at the Arizona-Sonora Desert Museum for any inventories outside of Base Camp.  Present the wristband included in your scientist packet to receive meals and snacks.  On Friday, breakfast, lunch, dinner, and snacks will be provided. Please note that even with provided meals, you will want to bring snacks for yourself. On Saturday, breakfast, lunch, and snacks will be provided.
RMD Friday Environmental Education programs: Breakfast and snacks will be available at the church check-in and lunch will be at available at the sites.
RMD Public and Student Inventories: Meals and snacks will be available at the Resource Management building during check in and check out.










Shuttle and Parking instructions 
Tucson Mountain District- TMD- West District
Base Camp: Base Camp is located in the Red Hills Visitor Center Parking Lot. Due to space limitations, we are having our Base Camp parking located at Old Tucson Studios (201 S Kinney Rd, Tucson, AZ 85716).
Driving Directions: 
From Interstate 10, exit at Speedway Blvd and go west. Follow signs and note that you will be heading over Gates Pass (windy narrow road, be aware of cyclists). Make a left at Kinney Rd and follow signs to parking area.
From Interstate 19, exit Ajo Way and follow signs to Kinney Rd. Be aware of cyclists.
Science Tent participants
If you are participating in the science tent and have equipment you would prefer to bring in your vehicle, please arrive at the Base Camp on Thursday 2pm-5pm and/or Friday 6:30-8:30am. The festival doesn’t open until 9am, but there will be student groups and other individuals trickling in around 8am. 
You can leave your equipment at the table (there will be security), then drive back to the science tent parking on Mile Wide Rd (see map), or normal parking at Old Tucson Studios to catch a shuttle back to Base Camp. If you need to be with your equipment/animals at all times, please bring someone to drop you off, so they can drive the car back to the parking area.
If you are unable to come during the times provided above, you can park at Old Tucson Studios or Mile Wide and take the shuttle in. The shuttles should be able to accommodate any gear you need to bring. There will Ambassadors there to help you if needed.
SHUTTLES: Shuttles will be on 15 min- 30min (depending on crowds) rotations from both locations. Mile Wide Rd. @ Sandario will have shuttles running from 6:30am - 6:30pm. This is a secondary shuttle system and should be reserved for those who need to utilize it for a legitimate reason. Parking at Old Tucson Studios is preferred.  Old Tucson Studios will be shuttling to Base Camp from 6:30am - 3:00pm. The last shuttle leaving Base Camp for Old Tucson will depart at 4:15pm. If you plan to be at Base Camp after 4:15, you will need to park on Mile Wide Rd. and use that shuttle system. You are more than welcome to travel to and from your vehicle via shuttles throughout the day.

TMD outside of Base Camp
Any location outside of Base Camp at TMD may be reached by your personal car. We have specifically been limiting inventories at any given time to make sure there is enough parking for the scientists and registered participants. Be aware that the park is still open to the general public and parking may be tight. If parking is limited, try to carpool and work with your participants to double-park or shuttle from nearby pullouts.
Note:  ALL interior roads will be closed to traffic on Friday till 2pm. Only those vehicles with permits will be allowed to pass through the barricaded areas.
The southern portion of Kinney Road in the Park is closed during the entire event (from Hohokam to Mile Wide), so plan accordingly if you are trying to get to the sites on the Hohokam Road/Golden Gate Road. You will still be able to turn south from Sanderio onto Kinney to access Hohokam Road.

Happy Valley campground- You can drive directly to Miller Creek Trailhead to hike up to Happy Valley. Expect a 1 hour drive from the RMD VC to the trailhead. Parking at the trailhead is in the National Forest.
Driving Instructions:
From Tucson, take Interstate 10 east for about 27 miles to the Mescal exit, 297. Turn left at the exit and head north. The road turns into FS35 after a few miles and goes from paved to dirt. The dirt road may or may not be passable by passenger car, it depends on conditions. Keep going another 17 miles until you see a sign that indicates that the Miller Creek trailhead is to the left. The trailhead is 0.2 miles from the sign.
