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1. There is a maximum limit of 50 persons per group.

2. The immediate area used for the event will remain open to Park visitors and will not be roped off or closed.

3. Due to resource and visitor protection concerns, certain areas in the Park are deemed non-compatible with group activities. Event locations may be limited to South Beach and Fourth of July Beach at American Camp and the Parade Ground at English Camp. Weddings held at the Parade Ground at English Camp may start no earlier than 4:30 P.M.
4. Park buildings will not be available to house the event or any other preparations due to inclement weather.  Tent canopies are only allowed in American Camp at 4th of July Picnic Area and South Beach.

5. All vehicles are restricted to existing roads and parking areas.  Carpooling is encouraged, especially for large events. A parking plan may be required.

6. Any materials or supplies (e.g., chairs, cookware, tables, flowers) brought in for the event will be removed from the Park afterwards. No materials or supplies may be affixed to any natural feature or historic resource.  No holes may be dug in the ground to support any equipment.

7. Musical instruments can be played during the ceremony providing that no amplification equipment is used.  No public address or other voice-enhancing systems will be allowed.
8. All pets must be leashed. No rice, bird seed or flowers will be thrown; no butterflies or balloons shall be released.

9. After the event, the area shall be cleaned with all trash collected and removed from the Park.

10. A Park Ranger may monitor the event and has the authority to modify permit conditions or revoke the permit entirely to avoid jeopardizing Park resources and values.

11. Event dates/times must not conflict with scheduled Park activities.
12. No permits will be issued to third parties.

13. Fires are only allowed within the designated fire rings at South Beach.   No fires of any type, including charcoal are allowed in English Camp. A county-wide burn ban may be in effect at the time of this activity.   If so, open fires are prohibited and plan accordingly.
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
