Joshua Woodbridge testimony, Feb. 1st, 1787

I, JOSHUA WOODBRIDGE, of Northfield, in the county of Hampshire, and commonwealth of Massachusetts, of lawful age, testify and declare, that on the twenty-fifth day of January last, at Springfield, in said county, I met Capt. Shays on the road, marching a body of men towards Ordnance Hill, in Springfield, where Gen. Shepard had his troops posted; - after a little conversation, Shays asked me, whether we had barrack room enough? I told him we had – he then said he meant, or intended to lodge, in them that night: I informed him he would purchase them very hard (or dear) – he said that he had a fine body of troops; I assented – but told him if he attempted to get the barracks, he would either lodge in heaven, or hell – and wished him in heaven, and left him.
