FOURTH BATTERY,

The Feurth Battery of Light Artillery was mostly recfuited in
Laporte, Porter and Lake counties, and was organized st Indionapo-

i 30th of Beptember, 1841, with Asawrr K. Brem na Captain.
Bhortly sfter it prooesded to Louisville, and there joined the
army of Genoral Buell. During the winter it remained in camp in
the vicioity of New Haven, Munfordsville and Bowling Greer, and
when the forward movement of the army was commenced, it moved
with it to Nashville. From thence it marched to Bavannah, on the

i Tennesses river, with Buell's army; but, for lack of transportation,
did mot cross tho river in time to take part in the engagement st
Bhiloh.

During the seige of Corinth, the battery harched with Busil's army,

at the tima of Bragg's Invasion, it moved out from Loulsville, with
Rousseau’s division of McCook's corps, and took part in the campaiga
that resulied in driving that rebel general from Kentucky. During
the progress of this eampnign the batile of Chaplin Hills, near Perry-
ville #as fought on the Bth of October. The Fourth Battery and
Stone's Keotucky Battery were placed oa & high ridge on the axtrema
left of Roussean's division, and extending disgonally to the front. To
support theso batterivs, the First Wisconsin was ploced on that ridge,
and the Seventy-Ninth Peansylvania en saother ridge running almost
at right angles with the one on which the batisries were planted
This formation gave a cross-fire, snd proved of great value in main-
taining that all important position during the day. (eneral Eoussesn,
in his official report, says of this movement:’ ® Theso formations were
mnde o grost haste, ned (o 8 fow noments, bal without the Juset con-

After this campalgn, the Fourth Battery marched io Nashville,
and upon the re-organization of tho army, under General Rosscrans,
it was amigned to the Third Division of General MeUaok's corps, of
which General Sheridan was the division commander. In Decomber
the division marched with the right wing of the army towards Mur-
freesboro, then the headquartiers of General Beagg. Oa the morniog
of Decerber 30th, the battery moved near the enemy's lines st Btone
river, and by order of Goeneral Sheridan, opeued fire on & rebel bat-
tery at Aftean hundred yards range, and drove it undercover. About
ten o'clogk it moved acrass the open feld near the woods occupied
by the snemy, when & rebel battery opened upoa jt from the woods,
‘al abodf six hondred yards range, whien Geners] Bill ordered Captain
‘Bush to plasshis baitery in position In the woods, snd silence the oppos-
ing battery. Thiswas sccomplished, after a sharp contest of about two
honrs, at foar hundred and 8y yards range.  As a result, about one-
halfl of the borses of tho enomy’s battery were killed, one of his gun
carriages disabled, one of his Licutenants and twelve mon killed, and
weveral others wounded, besldes the killing and wounding of & num-
ber of the Infantry supporta which lay near. The Fourth Battery
ot in the contest four men killaed and thres wounded. Afer dark
‘the battery was posted about throe hundréd yards further to the right,
in open ground, where It remained till next moming. About day-
Bght om the 31st the enemy began his attack. The battery replied
with canister, at short range, ontil the division was flanked, and
obliged 4o retire, the battery muving to the rear of its brigade, and
'lting oanister as it foll back. On reaching the first position of

aors aRd six nd smootl-bores inle the cosmy in front, and
:T:h.. itas rlﬂwad:ﬂvmi:‘bf the enemy's pleces from juui'l.lun, which
were firing on Gepceral Davis' retresting lines. In resching this poaj-
tion, one caisson was lost, every horse drawing it being shot down by
the enemy's musketry. Retifing from this position, it moved te s peint
oight hundred yards to the left, adjoining Gen. Negley's division, near
whieh point it remained until its ammunition was expended, and then
retired to the left. In crossing a dense cedar woods, near the Murfrees-
boro pike, the infantry were driven rapidly past the battery causing two
rear pleces to be captured by the enemy. These were not alandoned
patil all tha'bhorses except four had been killed, and one picee had
become fastened among the troes, and the enemy within forty yards
of the two guns. On reaching the pike, Captain Bush moved his
battery a short distance to the rear and obtained s supply of ammu-
nition, and then reported to the front with three pisces for duty. By
order of Genersl Rosecrans the battery was then placed in park in
front and on the left of the pike. The next morning Genera] Bheri-
dun plased it in position, where it remaired until the morning of the
24 of Jnnuary, 1863, without further casunlties. The total loss to the
bmh.ar;r in this battle was six killed, seventesn wounded, two paroled
by the enemy, and one missing.

Encamping near Murfremsboro antil June, 1863, it then moved,
with s division in the campaign agalnet Tullahoma, engaging
the enemy on the 24th of June at Hoover's Gap. After the occn-
pation of Tullafioma, it marched with the arny toward Chatianooga,
crossing the Tennessee river at Bridgeport, Alabama. Passing over
Lookout and Band Monntains, the enemy was encountered at Dug
Gap, where a brisk engagement ensued. On tho 19th and 20th of

Decomber 30th, it made another stand and fired canister from its

Beptember the baltery particlpated in the cngagement at Chica-
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mgn, nndnﬁn‘ offective sarvice on both days. It dired feweor shots
than at Stome river, but with much greater affect. Amr tha battle it
full back to Chattancogs, and there remained some months, On the
15th of November it took partin the battle of Leokout Mountain
and Mission Ridge. After thees engagements, the battery was sta-
tioned at Chattancogu until the 2lst of Baptember, 1884, when the
veberans and remaining recruits wore transferred io the Beventh Bat-
tery, with which orgamizatien they sontinned 10 serveuntil ité muster-
out of servica, The tion-veterans procssded to Indlanapolls, where
they were madtersd out of servics on the 8th of Oolober, 18684,

On thie 14th of Detober, 1584, telegraphio nuthority was given by the
‘War Department for the re-organization of the Pourth Bastery. The
re-organizstion’ was perfocted on the 38th of Ostober, with Buwsasmy
P, Jowxaon (one of ths First Lisutennnts of the old erganization) as

ﬂ!ptlm In & few days afler tha battery foined the Army of the
Comberland, st Nashville, nnd after the battle at that place was
sssigned as garrison of Fortress Rosscrans, at Murfreesboro, where it
remained untfl ordered to bo mustered ont. Returniog homs, it left
Hashville on the 16th of Jm‘g, 1885, and arrived ot Iﬂhlpoﬁl on
the 34th, with fve officers and elghty-four men for muster-cut. On
the 36¢h it wis pressnt at s public reception given by the citizens to
retarned soldisrs, on whish oconsfon General Sherman (then om's'
vi#it ko the city as the homored guest of the Bale) appearsd upon the
stand and addressed the soldisrs and citisens, After which Governor
Morton made & welcoming widdress to the retarned soldiers. Ou the
1st of August, 1665, mm;mumu& Mofnn-h-,ﬂ
ﬂl_llly Mﬂtﬂ.
