There is littlg indication.of where Harvey Capps lived pfior to his
marriage. On Januéry 27th, 1854 he obtained a license to marry Sarah Ann
Risley. The:ceremony.was performed on January 30, 1854 éccording to the
marriage record bdéks\in Eranklin.County, Illinois.6 Sarah was the déughter
of Jeremiah and-ﬁargaret'Blocher Risley. She was born August 20, 1832 in
Cannelton, Indiana.? ﬁarvey'and Sarah probably lived in the small cgmmunity dE=
known as Snow Flake in northern Franklin County after their marriage. At
sometime they appérently crossed the county line into Jefferson County, Illinois
and settled in Moores Prairie Township for the remainder of their lives.

Harvey Qﬁd Sarah raised a.family of nine children. ‘Apparéntly at the
.time of the outbreak of the Civil ﬁar,'ﬂarvey was farming and had three young
daughters. . He_joined_thé-armj-on the 13th day of August-1862 at Jeffer%on
County (Illinois) in Company G, 110 Regiment of Illinéis Volunteers to serve
three years during the war. He was mustered in at Camp Anna on Seﬁtember 15

1862.2

.'Af sometimé during his stiﬁt in the army, he transferred to Compéqy
D, with‘thé same Regiment. The Adjutant General's Report gives a summary of
