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The following letter was written to Merica Ann Liston by her brother,
William Crist,shortly after the Battle of Thompson's Station. Isaac Listen
was listed as missing at this time. He actually died March 6 in a Confederate

prison of wounds received during the battle,

Camp at Franklin, Tennessee

March the 13th 1863

Dear Sister I take my pen in hand to let you know how I am my health is
only tolerable good hoping when these few lines come to hand they may find
you all well and deing well I will now tell you about our fight we had

on the 4th and 5th of this month

our brigade was drdered out to make the attact on the Rebels we drove them
back the first day and next morning we went on to renew the Attact we went
on about 4 miles and the fight was commenced Pretty hot our men fought
Brave But the Rebels was to strong for us they began to flank us on the
right and Left and it was But a short time till they had our men surrounded
and taken Prisioners what they did not kill, I made out to escape and git

out of the way They was a Detail maid yesterday morning out of our companies
to go Back to the Battle field to Dig up the Dead and see who all was killed
and the news was Brought Back that they was one man killed in our company
and’ that was James Shepherd they dug_up all the graves they could find

and they found 32 in all they could find and I suppose that Isaac was taken
prisioner with all the rest I wold of rote sooner to you But I could

not get to hear any sooner from our fight for I wanted to know who was killed
and who was not this is the reason I did not rite any sooner to you was
Because I could not hear any sooner from the fight, so with these remarks I

will close, But remains your affectionated (sp) Brother until Death
