Early in 1861 young Coil enlisted in Company K. of the 9th, and hia
captain snd comrRdes all testify to his good soldierh' quslities and bis
devotion to country. He was present aod uore an honorable part in a num-
ber of battles, and as a recog.nition of his soldierlv merit was mads a non-
commi8lioned officer. On his return from the war he warried Mis&Caroline
Helm at Lognn.porl, Dec. 12tb, 1865, who survive. him. Six children mourn
the death of a kind father.

Was 80rn Afav 9th. 1840, near T..aFa•."tte. Ine!.. anc! lrrew t<> manhond in
western Indiana. He marriec! the wife who .urvi •.", him, doring the year
1860, Rnc! was among the first to enlist in Company G for the three yEar ser-
vice and bidding his youn~ wife .dieu went forth to defend the old lIall and
reenlisted as a veteran and served faithfully as a Roldier of tbe line, till tbe
muster out of his re~iment. Comrade :\Ioormsn came home hroken in health
and for vears slIu&,ht to earn his Iivin!! as a farmer near Momence, III., until a
few years p'evious to hi. c!eath he w"ot to Cheyenne Co.. NebrllSka, and took
a soldier's homeiiteac!, sud after livin!! uosu it the require<i time, himself and
wife removed to Enc!icott. Ne •••. and he elied f.here of acute congestion '"f the
iil<>mach on Mav 29th, 1889.
