At Shiloh, we were sbls to "follow” Dani=]l Thompson through
the Pesch Orch rd at the laft of the femous "“Hornets Nest",
and the point near th=s "Eloody Pond" where the Llith charged
the Confsderates ilate on thes Cfirst dav, Here, Confaderate
General Albert S‘Jnew connston was killed, Duh*ng the chargs,
Officisl Records indicate that as msny as 7 men in the llth
took up the Reglimental Flag as the holder was hit. The flag
ls in the Indiana States Library in Indianepolis, and hopefully
I will te able to sse arcd photograph it next Monday, to add

to the Album.
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At Chlckamauga we again "followed" his action at various spots
along the Hapavaftr Road, includling Brotherton Fisld -- where
cn the second day, the Confcdcrate brcakthvough came., Then,
the 4lith was one of the Regimsnts that gathered on Snodgrass
hill and stood off repeatad chﬁrges untii night fell, It was
this action that saved Chattanooga from falling to the Con-
federacy and where ueﬁeral Tbomaa sarned the titls of "The
Rock of Chickamaugal' We walked saizng the ridge following the
Llith markers and at sunset, saw our first meadowlark =--
sitting on the LlLtr marker and singing. There was no one
arcund and the Pteauty and serenity of the moment - in contrast
te #hat Daniel Thompson experienced -- was very -aotional for
me.

We were able to follow the action at Shilon and Chickamauga
ir. 1=tail becauzse I luckily rfound la:be 21ld meps drawn by
Englneers and showing positlons of the Union/Confederate
Regiments and Brigades at varous hours of the action. I
think it was drawn up about 1900 after consultation with
those who were st these two battles. And, in a used book
store in Chattanooga I found "War of the Rebellion, 0fficial
Reports of the Union and Confederate Armies" with all the
battle reports made by commandsrs of the Regimehs, Brigades,
Divisions, and Corps., It wes published in 1880, and I got 1t
for just @25. It covered the saction at Shiloh and through
the selige of Corinth, How I wish I cculd get 2 copy cover-
ing the other battles he was in, including Stones River. You
can follow the individuel =2cticns from both the North/South
view,

reading "ARTILLERY SAVES THE DAY" - near McFadden's Ford --
as well as the large monument on the hill, and didn't
realize at the time that the lith was there]

Regina, note in his first letter after enlisting he considersd
his first duty to God, second to country, and third to
parents. His parents may have been pacifists and apparently
taught him "the values" that so many politicians today are
talking about. The soldier Iriend from another company who
dled at Camp Balis in Evansville was most likely "David Wert"
in Company E, as surgeon Rerick describes this in the Llith
history stating that "he died strong in the Chrisiisn faith"
and glves his name, It makes sense, then, why they became
friends because they undoubtedly shared the ssme values.

I don't remember my Grandmother Hatfield, whose father was
Danlel W. Thompson, ever speaking about him. How I wish I
could talk to her now and ask questions,) It was Grandmother

Hatfield who gave me his original letter and the original
envelope,
