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HISTORY OF NINETEENTH INFANTRY.

The net of the Legislature of the State of Illincis, passed May 2d, 1861, au-
thorizing the accoptauce for Btate service of ten regiments of infantry, one
rogiment of eavalry and one battalion of light artillery, provided that one of
guch regiments might be raigod out of voluntear ecompanies them st Bpring-
field, ns the regiment from the State at large, aod one regiment from sach of
the nine enngressionnl districts, That regiment from the State at l|.1ima, aon-
gisting then only of fonr Chicago companies, cummlndad“!?' Colonel Joreph
R. Scott, was mustered inte the State servies Mn:,ll;-i. 1861, at Camp Yntes,
and on the drd of Juno ordered to Chicago, beeame the nuclens of a regiment
which, after haviog boen filled up to ita guota, was mustersd into the United
BHtntoa servico for three years on the 17th of juna. 1861, as the Nineteenth
Regiment Ilinois Voluntear Infantey.

This date of muatering, although slmwing that the Regiment was not of the
number of the flrst six regiments orgavized under the act of 25th of April,
1861, yet it embraced four original companies that tendered their serviess to
the State and wore aceapled far earlier than mauy other eompanies that be-
longed to the original six regiwents. Thus the **Chivago Highland Guards’’
wan mn organized company in the State service, dating ils urfm:ntinu back
to 1835; it tendored its servieos 1o the Governor on the 14th of January, 1861
three months before Fort Sumter was fired upon; was accepted on the 2lst of
April, and on the Zird ordered to Springfield under command of Captain A,

. Kaffem. Thus “*Chieago Light Infantry,”" under Captain Frederiok Hard-
ing, "“Company A, Chicago Zouaves,'" under Captain James R. Hayden, and
“Comprny B, Chieago Zouaves,' under Captain Jobn H, Clyborne, were or-
gunized in Mareh, 1861, before the eall of the Presidont, tendered their ser-
viees to the Governor, aud on the 21st of A%ril. 1861, by order of Governor
Yates, formed n part of the oxpedition nunder Brigadier General KB, K. Bwift,
to move by rail to Cairo, and to ocenpy that important strategio point, as
future basis of onr operations against (e robollions Btates.  Of thess last
companies, ““Company A, Chieago Zovavea,” was left by General Hwilft to

ard the Big Muddy Hridge, o very important point on the Illinois Central

ilrond, this boing the first company on sctual guard doty in the Btate;
while the other two companies went to Cairo, where their servises with other
enmpanies of that expedition ware vy important at that early time, in kes
ing down the rebellious spirit of southern sympathizers, in preventing the
landing of southern militia in lllingis, and in stopping transportation of arms
and munitions on steamers on the Mississippi River from points above Cairo
to the points below it.  So that while these four Chicago companies were do-
ing netual servies, the first six regiments were not even in their embryo or-
ERuizAtions.,

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The taking of Forts Henry and Donecleon compelled the rebol forees undor
(Aeneral A, 5. Johnston to evacuate Howling Grean, before which the advance
fnurd of Buall's army, under Genornl Mitehell, nﬁqmnrm] at 4 p. m. on the
4th of Febroary, Turchin's Brigade being in the sdvance of the Division,
and tha Ninsteenth [llioois in the advanee of the DBrpade.  The raileond
bridge being deatroyed, and the trains on 'the other side of the Hig Barren
h-el:’ﬁ busily an carrying awny the rebel stores, Colonel Tuorchin pro-

w, and ocenpy Bowling (reen with his Brigade tho same avening. Goneral
Mitchell agresing, the - movement during the night was suecessfully axeentad,
and the Nineteenth Illinois was the first Regiment in that stronghold, where
a large amount of rebel stores wore captured.  In the advanee on Naghville,
beyond Bowling Green, fien. Mitchell's Division was in the rear of Buell's
army. arriving at Nashville on the 4th of March, 1862,

(eneral Buell, meving with his= army to join (feneral Crant at Pilishor
Landing, laft Mitehall with hiz Division to protect Nashville, who romaines
there antil March 18, repairing bridges botween Bowling Oreen and Nash-
ville; then moved to Marfressboro, and from there to Shelbyville, the termi-
nus of the railroad in that direction, where he established his dopot of aup-
lies. While there, an expedition was= organized to move on Hontaville and
ake posseszion of the Memphis & Charloston railromud, botweon Deeatur and
Bridgeport, thus thoronghly breaking the direet eommunications of the enn-
my's army at Corinth with east and southeast of the Confederney, and helping
the operations of our armies again=t Corinth.  Turchin’s Brigade, with Simon-
son's Indiana Battm:f. preceded h¥ the Fonrth Ohio Uavalry, under Colouel
John Kennett, moved, on the 7th of April, to Fayetteville, (ieneral Mitchell
ACONIM PANYINE. hpﬁmnnhing Fayettoville, it was ascertained from two eiti-
rens returning in A buggy from Hunteville, that the day previous (the fth of
April) our army was routed at Bhiloh, and driven into the river.  Mitchell at
once sent an orderly with a dispateh to Ganeral Buel, back to Shalbyville,
and the next morning, while at Fayettoville, recoived an answer that Grant’s
army was defeated on the Gth, bot on the Tth both armies of Grant and Huel
attacked the enemy and drove them back to Corinth. The movement then
eontinned on the Bth, and the foree eamped for the night within six miles of
Huntarille, and at dawn oo the 9th Colopal Turehio, with the Foarth Ohio
Cavalry and a section of battery, made a dash on Huntaville, while Mitchell,
with the Eighth Brigade, followed. Une hundred and seventy prisoners, sev-
enteen locomolives, one hundred and Aty passenger and Freight ears, and &
ﬁmt amonnt of phtpﬂrlf of great valuae to the enemy, were oaptured, In two
oura after the Brigade came to Huntsvilla, Tarchin, with Twonty-fourth
Ilinniz and two eompaniea of the Ninetesnth Hlinois, moved on a train, with
a gun mounted on & flat car in front of the locomotive, towards Decatur, re-
parring bridges and rnlverts which the rebal Cavalry under Colonel Helm
tried to destroy, and the next day the expodition was at the bridge acrose the
Tennessen, whers a fortification bnilt of bales of eotton was eaptored, the
trestle-work across the slongh, that was tarred and cotton-foatherod and set
on fire, was saved, and the troops rapidly moving acros® the bridgo, surprised
and eaptared a rebel camp of militia, and took possession of Decator. The
balanes of the Ninetesnth T]Iinn'tn and the FEighteanth Ohin, were ordered to
join Turchin at Decatur, and the movement continned to Tosenmbin, within
thirty-Ave miles of the enemy's fortiflentions at Corinth, the Ninetoenth [1i-
noin n-uerjring the town, while the balanes of the Brignde eompod buek in s
grove, aring thia tima General Mitchell, with his other Brignidea, took pos-
sesgion of the Memphis & Charleston railroad between Huntaville and Bridge-
port. After receiving one hundred thousnmd rations sent hy (General Halleck
on & transport eonvoyed by a gunbont, for Mitchell’s [Yvision, and shippin
the same to Huntsville, the Brigade withdrew to Huntsville, the I-'.iuhlq-.nmﬁ
Ohio being sent to oceupy Athens, During the above expedition the Nine-
teanth Tllinois lost bul & fﬂw men.  Un the 13th of May. on the report that
the Eighteenth Ohio was surprised by Seolt’s rebel Cavalry, bronght thers by
some citizens of Athens, and driven from tho town, Colonel Turehin, with
Nineteenth and Twenty-fourth [llineis, Edgarton’s Ohio Rattery, and the
Fourth Uhio Cavalry under Colonel Kennett, rapidly movod to Athens. The
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Eighteenth Ohio was met, and faced towards Athens again,” part of it ordered
to take wagons and follow the Cavalry, which reached and-attacked the rear
of the rebels on Elk river.

On the 26th of May the Brigade was ordered to mové to Fnartfnil]r where
on the 2d of June if joined the expedition, under Brigadier (Jeneral Jas. 8.
Negley, to Chattanoogn, doring which, on the 6ih, the Nineteenth Illinois,
under Lisatenant Colonel Scott, was detatched from the column for the pur-
posn of erossing Comberland Mouniaine by the shortesl route, and culting
off the enemy’s retreat, The Regiment aceomplished the march, came down
the mountain opposile Chattanooga, driving in Hebel seoutr and pickets and
eapturing some, while our main force was ten to fifteen miles from Chatta-
noogn. The next day during the demonstration by our forces and cannonad-
ing, Companies A and (1, deployed as skirmishers along the sbore, supported
b '[llmnpnniea E and D, silenced the Rebel water battery on the oppsite side
of the river. Tha loss of the Regiment was one mortally and two severely
woundod. The expedition over, the Eighth Brigade returned to Huntsville,
from which point subsequently an expedition, consisting of the Nineteenth
Illinois with Simonson’s Indiana Battery and a few Cavalry, under 'Eolnr:lal
Taorchin, was sent to Winehester, Tenn., from which point it went, by Paint
Rock Valley, to Larkineville, and thence wae directed to Bellefonte to
Stevenson, around which other Regiments of the Eighth Brigade were
stationmd; the army of General Buell gradually advancing towards Chattsa-
nongh. f]miug the march throngh Paint Hock Valley the advance guard of
the Ninsteenth was fired npon by guerrillas from an ambuogh, in retalistion
for which the Regiment burned several houses in that neighborhood. Colo-
nel Turchin war now ordered under court-martial by General Buell, on nao-
ecount of the disorlers committed h{ his troops at Athens, Ala., bul befors
the seutencs of his dismissal from the army as Colonel of the Nineteenth
Illinois had been pronounced, he was commissioned t? President Abraham
Lincoln as Brigadier General, and left the Army for Chicago to await
orders, The Hegiment was ordered to guard bridges in_little sguads scat-
tered in stockades along the railrond from Huntsville to Deeatur, and thence
up to Columbia, When the Rebel army, under (General Hmgg, moved from
Crmﬂnmmun, by Bpuria and Carthage, to invade Kentucky, and had strnok
at Buell’s commonication between Buwlmp:h Green nm:i_ Fraoklin, Ky.,
the Brignde was ordered to coneentrate at Nnshville; the Ninsteenth Illinois
wan one of the last Regiments that were withdrawn from the front, during
which withdrawal it had several times to fight guerrillas and Rebel to.ﬂnlr;,
every tims whipping the enemy. From the 5th of September, 1862, it re-
mained at Nashville, as n part of garrison under (General Negley, during the
blocknde of that place, having ite share of guard doly, sbort rations and
sharp skirmizshes with the enemy.

After the battle of Porryville Major General W, 8. Roseorana superseded
General Buell; the Army of the Ohio chapged itsa name to the Army of the
Cumberland and was roorganized; the Ninsteenth lllinois was brigaded with
the Eighteenth and Bixty-ninth Ohin apd Fleventh Michigan, under the
name of the Hasond Bripilda. Beoond Division, Fourteenth Army G%‘f the
Division being commanded by General J. B, ﬂ'eslnjr, the Brigade hy Colomel
'IE'. Ili.;hﬁlunlay, of the Eighteanth Ohio, and the Corpa by Major General Geo.

. Thomas.

*On the 10th of December, 1862, Negley's -Division moved from Nsahville
out about eight miles and cam on the Franklin Pike, rermoaining there
until the 26th, when n general movement of the nrn&y to-u’:Bplleﬂ towarda
Murfressboro, oecupied by the Hebel army onder General Brazton Bm.
On the night of the 20th the nrmg approached the enemy’s position, Negley's
Division being in the canter of the line, and on the morning of the 30th the
Nineteenth deployed as skirmishers, entered the cedars and soon attacked
the enemy and drove him aoross Wilkinson Pike into the woods, except a

rt of the Rebels that oconpied a brick kiln close to the pike, which Colomel
gatt with the reserve of the iment attacked and drove back also, Me-
Cook's troops coming up, the Nineteenth was withdrawn to its place in the

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line. On the morning of the 31st the troops stood under arms, the Division
being ready to move, when the disaster overtook MoCook's Corps, forming
the right of the army, and Negley's ;I-th flank became exposed. The Divis-
ion partly changed fropt and checked the wdvanes of the enemy, but was
overpowared aud fell back to tha edge of the cedars. Hers it tried to make
a stand but again was forved back. But bere the Nineteenth Illinois showed
its pluck and dariog, performing an act of heroism which alone should
make the name of the Regiment to shine in our history. When Sheridan's
Division was displaced by the enemy and formed at an angle an the right of
Hﬂﬁlﬂj’, two Brigades of Rossenn’s h_lv_mmn were posted to the right and rear
of Sheridan, but when Sheridan's Division, beoken and ont of amwunition,
fall back, the Hebels followed it closely and got into the interval betwoen
Roasean and Negley. Thomas ordered Rossonu to Fall back out of the cedars
and furm a temporary line on the open ground -in a depression, to give
chanos to the batteries and to Nag!aiy'a ivigion to fall further back to the
high ground and form a permanent line there, At this eritical time, in order
to check the Rebels, the Nineteenth lllinois occupying the cedars not only
remainad there whils & new line of Rosseau's troops were Forming, bot Colo-
nel Seott boldly advapced and remained for over hulf uo hour againet the
HRebals pressing him in front and on the Haoks; the Regiment sostained a
heavy loss in oficers and men, being at one time entirely surrounded by tha
enemy, but fought its way out, passing over large numbers of Rebel dead
in it3 heroie struggle to join the main ine, but it helped Hossoan to form a
new intermediate line, and then the Nineteeoth, wilh the whols of Negley's
Divigion, fall back to the designated position on the bigh ground where after-
wards Rossean's troops and reserves were formed, unerwlmrﬁ the Rebel army
wae deflnitely stopped and the fortune of the battle turned in our favor,

Duriog the same battle, on January 1, 1863, Negley’s Division was ordered
to our extreme right to support MeCook, in anticipation of a second offort of
the enemy to turn our Regiment. During the afternoon VanClove's Dhivision,
commanded by Ham Beatty, moved aerves the Btone River, supported by
Groee’s Brigade, and formed o line of battle in Front of Breckenridye,

On the 2d of January, anticipating an attack on our left, Noglay's Divigion
wan moved back to the river, and poated to the right and rear of Sam Beatty's
troops that were bayond the river, while & battery of 58 rung wasz concentra-
ted back of Negley, on the elevated ground. Brockonridge impetonusly at-
tacked our left, and routing Price's and Oryder's Hrigades, of the first {iuu,
drove them pell-mell from the heights to the river and aeross it, when eur
ga opened fire, while most of the regiment of Miller's and Htaulay's

rigaden of Negley's Division, the Nineteenth Illinoizs leading, without
orders, rushed to the river, and checked the enemy. Then the gl'inataanth
Gmﬂ&_ﬁ& the river, reformad on the opposite side. protected by the bank of
the river, and charged on a Rebol battery, eagerly followed by other troops,
which drove the Hebels back to their position, captured four guns nnrn
Hebel flag, and defeated the plan of Bragg to break ourleft, In this brilliant
movemeut the Nineteenth played a most conspicuous and honorable part,
but agnin lost heavily in officers and men, losing also its commander, the

allant Colonel Beott, here dangerously wounded, and atterwards died from
thie wound, After the fall of Beott, Lisutenant Colonel A. W, Raffen, a
brave and efficient officer, assumed command of the Ninsteenth Ilinois,

Duriog the threa daya of the Stone River battle, the Regiment lost 1 officer
and 11 men killed, and 7 officers and BY men wounded and missing.

_Early in the E]‘lﬁl‘lﬁ of 1861, General Turchin joined the army, and was as-
signad to sommand Stanley's Brigade, to which the Ninatventh 1llinois be-
Iantlmd. but only for a few days. FEarneatly solicited by General Roseorans
and General Garfleld to take command of the Becond Division of Cavalry, he
reluctantly accepted, and with raﬂ;_rat wag obliged to forego the plensure to
command a Brigade in which were hiz own Regiment, the Ninsteenth Illinois
and another that belonged to the First Brigade—the Kighteenth Ohio.

During the time the Army of the Cumberland was lying at Murfreeshoro
the Nineteenth had its shave nfdpicknt and guard d“w}: nEwnII as |nlcin: part
in a number of expeditions, and became prominent as the beat drilled Kegi-

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ment. Heveral times it was called out in front of the Army, when reviewed
by the General commanding, snd went through the manual of arms and bay-
onet exercise.

During the campaign of Tallshoma, it did its full duty, and on the 8th of
Bup!tj:!;? ar ﬁ. g:uup the Tennesses Hiver, on the Chattanooga camparign.

General Negley's Division, being designated as an advanes guurd of Gen-
aral Thomas' Eo{:ps, after erossing Racooon and Lookout Hnunt,um. on Lhe
10th of September ilcscended by Stevens' Gap into MeLamore's Cove, and
movod neross the cove to Dug Gap, in Pigeon Mountains, on  direet road to
Laufayetta,

On the 11th, at Davis' Cross-roads, it had & spirited engagement with the
Rebels, in which the Nineteenth participated.

After MeCook's Corps joined Thomas, Negley's Division was ordered, on
the lﬂﬂtrh. to relieve Pa mJer"u and VanCleve's I)wumnu at Owen's Ford, on
the Chickamaugua, ahd at Crawfish Spring.

During the first day of the battle of Chickamaugus, Negley's Division did
not ]}urtl!quipulﬂ until fata in the afternoon, when, moving &D‘ll Widow (Glen'a
house to the front, it mel & portion of the Rebel fores that broke between
Davis and VanCleve's Divisions, and drove them back, the Nineteenth par-

Thomus' intention was to have Negley 0 'Wian!}itqn e
irigade reached the extreme left of Thomas’ wing, about 10 A. M., it was
}uufin time to meet the second assault of the enemy, in which the Rebels
groatly overlapped the flank of Baird’s Division, Htanley’s Brigade chaokad
the Robel advance, and charging in turn, drove the enemy in disorder through
the woods for half a mile, eapturing a eonsiderabls number ofﬁm_mnarl,
among whom were UGeneral Adams and staff, who surmnﬁnred to Major Jas,
V. Guihrie, of the Niouteenth Illinoia, The Hebels being reinforeed, the
Brigade fell back in order, taking all the prisoners and most of ita wounded,
The Brigade was thon ordered by General Thomas to support our forces on
the Famons **Horsoshos Ridge,’’ on the extreme right of the Aru:f, Hers,
the Mineteenth Llinois did its follest duty, with other as brave an patriotia
commands as itself, porforming acts of hravery and devotion to the fing
unsurpassed in any battle of modern warfare. Here, durivg a long hour, b(ll*
twoen 2 and 3 P. M., all the assanlts of thres Divisions of Longstreet’s
Corps, supported by Preston's and Hindman's Divisions, were re lsecl with
slangliter by our troops, not over 5,000 strong, but the bravest of the brave
but when Ill;ndma.n-'s ivision waa ready to take our position in flank, &
the men were preparing to die, Stendman’s Division arrived, and rolled
back the Rebel wave. Here tho Nineteenth 1llinots, like others, fought till
night, and withdrew in the dark. The loss of the Regiment in this battle was
very great.

After the Army of the Cumberland got to Chattanooga, it was roma_lqu;ad,
and the Nineteenth Illinois sssigned to the Hecond Brigade, Firat mam:],
Fourteonth Army Corps. The Brigade consisied of First and Beeond Battal-
ione of Fifteenth, First Battalion of Sixteenth, First and Second Batial-
ions of Eighteenth, and First Battalion of Nineteenth United Btates Infantry;
Tleveuth Michigan, Ninateenth [llinois, and Sixty ninth Ohio, Voluntear In-
fantry, and commanded by Brigadier General J. H. King; the Division com-
manded by Brigndier General K. W. Juhnson, and the Corps by Major Qen-
aral John M. Palmer. During the blockade at Chattonoogs, the Ninsteenth,
like other Regimoents, was doing its share of doty in throwing up fortifloa-
tions, in picket and ontpost duty, as well as in snffering from privations and
hardships. 1 .

us the victory on the 2ith of November, 1863. In this assault, Johnson's Di-
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wision was on the right of the four Divisions, and when the sipnal was given
and the troope cleared the open space and reached the rille Pilﬂ. of the enomy,
at tha base of the Ridge, the Nineteenth linois did not halt at the pits, bt
leaped over them, and started to ascend the steep zlope ahead of othera,

After the pursnit of the enemy was over, the Hegiment  returned to
Chatianooga, where it remained with its DBrizade till Fobronry 22, 1864,
when the reconnoissance toward Buzzard Roost tiap was ondered, in which
the Hegiment participated, and afterward camped at Graysville, Georgia, till
May 3, #hnn E}' a spacial request of Gererad Tuarehin, it was, toglher with
the Tweonty- uurlh Iinois, transferred  to his Brigado—First Hngad{- Third
Invigion, Fm]rtaanth Army Corps, with which the Regiment made a part of
the Atlanta campaign, under Mlljﬂl.' tFeneral W. T. Sherman. [f participated
in the battle of Keaaca, and in the movements towardz Kineston and boyond
Ftowa River, ag far as Bornt Hickory, from which (he Nineteenth was sant
to Ackworth, Cleorgin, from which, on June 8, it started to Chieago, arriving
there on the 17th of June, and on .]uh. o, iHM it was mustered oul of =er-
vice,

This Regiment left Chicago on July 12, 1861, nearly one thousand strong,
had received doring the service a large number of roernits, and was mustered
ont with less than 350 men.
