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Park Road to be Closed for Paving
A portion of the North Unit’s Scenic Drive in Theodore Roosevelt National Park has been closed for repair.  The road closure will be in effect seven days per week, from the Caprock Coulee pullout to the Oxbow Overlook at the road’s end.  The closure could last through October.    

The portion of the road from Caprock Coulee to Riverbend Overlook has three short segments that are being repaired to correct an unstable road base.  This includes removal of the old road base with new fill material being hauled in.  The work will also correct water infiltration which was significantly contributing to road failure.  Without this work the road would have ultimately failed causing a long term closure. 

Visitors should be aware of the construction equipment using the Scenic Drive from Highway 85 to the closure area at Caprock Coulee.  There will also be work on the shoulders of the road between Highway 85 and the Visitor Center. Hiking trails including Caprock Coulee will continue to be open.  Hikers using Caprock Coulee Trail need to be aware of the construction zones and equipment as the trail traverses through one of the excavation segments where the trail parallels the tour road. 

During the construction, the first 7 miles of the road, from the Visitor Center to the Caprock Coulee pullout, will be open to visitors.  The campground and all backcountry areas will also remain open.  Because of the partial closure, fees will be suspended while the road is closed.  

The North Unit is located 15 miles South of Watford City off highway 85.  The park is open every day.  For additional information about the park, including updates about the road closure, please call the North Unit Visitor Center at 842-2333.
