CREATIVE CORNER

The Sonoran Desert is a very different place. Some unusual species of plants and animals live here — ones you
won't find anywhere else in the United States. The saguaro cactus, ocotillo, and teddy bear cholla are odd-
looking plants. The javelina, roadrunner, and western diamondback rattlesnake are also unique to the desert.

All of these plants and animals are adapted to help them survive intense heat and extremely dry conditions.
Many desert plants soak up water during rare rainstorms and store it in their tissues to use during dry spells.
They often have spines or thorns to discourage animals from eating them for their moisture. Most desert animals
are active at night, when it is cooler. When the sun blazes in the daytime, they rest in the shade. Some animals
never drink water — they get all they need from their food!
