This 36-hour course addresses the principles and techniques of Integrated Pest Management (IPM). Using the 11 step IPM process, participants learn the basics of IPM process through a combination of instructor presentations, demonstrations, hands-on exercises, and field sessions.

Course Objectives

1. Understand and describe the key components of the IPM decision-making process.
2. Demonstrate an understanding of the principles and techniques of IPM in solving a variety of pest management problems invertebrate, vertebrate, and vegetative issues. Given a specific condition, participants will be capable of writing an effective and comprehensive IPM plan tailored for a specific pest; and will be able to solve a variety of pest management problems in the field.

Employees with IPM responsibilities such as Regional, Support Office, Center, and Park IPM Coordinators; Facility Managers; Natural and Cultural Resource Program Managers, Concession Program Managers; Public Health partners and employees, biologists, environmental contaminant specialists, site managers who have assigned duties in IPM will benefit from this course. Individual states may grant certification or re-certification credits for this course.
