ClVlI War Cannons Unvelled at Park

On September 17, two Civil War-era 24-pounder siege and garrison
howitzers were unveiled in a ceremony at Ulysses S. Grant NHS. St. Louis
County Executive Charlie Dooley and Grantwood Village Chairwoman
Cathy Forand officially unveiled the cannons. These cannons are on loan
from Andrew D. Busch and will be on display at Ulysses S. Grant NHS for
the duration of the Civil War Sesquicentennial. These cannons, similar to
those used by General Ulysses S. Grant's forces in various battles during
the Civil War, symbolize Grant's determination that ensured Union
victories at critical sieges such as Vicksburg and Petersburg. Above: Joe
Forand, Cathy Forand, Gertrude Busch and Andrew Busch examine the
newly unveiled cannons.

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Constitution Day: The Constitution and Presidential Powers

Higher Education Channel, or

HEC-TV, broadcast two
programs from Ulysses S.
Grant NHS on Friday,

September 16 in conjunction
with Constitution Day. These
sessions were broadcast live
via satellite and the Internet

across the country. The
broadcast examined
Presidential Powers under

Article 2 of the Constitution.
The morning session focused
on domestic issues, and the
afternoon session focused on
foreign issues.

The morning panel included
John Truman, an attorney and
the grand nephew of President
Harry S Truman; Greg
Willard, White House Staff
Assistant and personal lawyer
to President Gerald R. Ford,
and Ulysses S. Grant National
Historic Site historian Pam
Sanfilippo.

Presidents Grant, Truman,
and Ford held similar views of
the office and their authority
under the  Constitution.
President Grant, during the
unrest in the South following
the war, issued a proclamation
in May 1871, stating, “I will
not hesitate to exhaust the
powers thus vested in the
Executive... for the purpose
of securing to all citizens the
peaceful enjoyment of the
rights guaranteed by the
Constitution and laws.”

The afternoon panel replaced
Pam  with Dr. David
Robertson, a Political Science
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Constitution Day was marked at U. S. Grant National Historic Site by a live
broadcast by HEC-TV on the U.S. Constitution and presidential powers.
Two panels of presidential experts discussed presidential powers and the
ways that various presidents regarded the Constitution in their decision-
making.

professor at University of
Missouri-St.  Louis. While
President Grant was not

discussed in regard to foreign
affairs, his accomplishments
included the successful efforts
to peacefully arbitrate and
resolve the dispute with Great
Britain over its support of the
former Confederacy—a
forerunner to The Hague and
the United Nations. In
addition, Grant refused to
intervene in Cuban guerrillas’
efforts to overthrow the
Spanish  government.  He
believed that to send military
assistance to the rebels who
had yet to take a stronghold
would appear imperialistic to
other nations, replacing one
colonial power over Cuba with
a United States takeover.

Both programs featured call-
ins from four schools
throughout the nation, along
with video feed and internet
access to watch the programs
from any computer. Students’
questions ranged from the
intent of the Founding Fathers
regarding executive powers
when they wrote Article 2 of
the Constitution, to how
Presidents George W. Bush
and Barack Obama have
viewed their responsibilities as
president, especially in regard
to war powers. More than 60
schools pre-registered for the
conference via the internet.
