A SPECIAL PLACE

Voyageurs National Park was autho-
rized by an Act of Congress on January
8, 1971 (84 Stat. 1971) “to preserve, for the
inspiration and enjoyment of present
and future generations, the outstanding
scenery, geological conditions and
waterway system which constituted a
part of the historic route of the
voyageurs who contributed significantly
to the opening of the Northwestern
United States.” The park was established
on April 8, 1975.

THE PARK’S MISSION

Voyageurs National Park preserves the
landscapes and scenic waterways that
shaped the route of the North American

fur traders and defined the border
between the United States and Canada.
The park and its diverse resources pro-
vide outstanding opportunities for out-
door recreations, scientific study, sport
fishing, education, and appreciation of
the northwoods lakecounty setting.

Once visitors arrive at one of the
park’s four entry points (boat launch-
es), most leave their cars behind and
set out by water, much as the
voyageurs did centuries ago. Visitors
can take a regularly scheduled boat
tour, North Canoe Voyage or canoe
program (see page 4) or bring their
own watercraft.

Where can I drive in the park?

Visitors can drive to the 3 visitor
centers and then must hike, take a
boat tour, canoe program or launch
their own boat. There is a 7 mile
Rainy Lake Ice Road that is plowed
for visitors during the winter months.

Where can I see wildlife?

Visitors have the best opportunity to
view the park’s large wildlife on the
Kabetogama peninsula on a back
country hike. Visitors have the oppor-
tunity to see bald eagles, white-tailed
deer, black bear and many of the
park’s smaller animals by watercraft.

Where can I stay in the park?
Summer lodging is available at the
historic Kettle Falls Hotel. Voyageurs
provides boat camping opportunities

throughout the park. The gateway
communities of International Falls,
Crane Lake, Ranier, Ash River and
Kabetogama have accommodations
available. Car camping is available at
the Woodenfrog State Forest
Campground and Ash River State
Forest Campground (see map

on page 8-9).

Where can I find the

watercraft launches?

Launch ramps are located near the
park’s Rainy Lake, Kabetogama Lake,
and Ash River Visitor Centers and
Crane Lake Ranger Station. A desig-
nated canoe and kayak launch area is
located near the Ash River Visitor
Center. Sandy beaches suitable for
launching canoes and kayaks in the
park are also located near the
Kabetogama Lake Visitor Center boat
launch.
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Getting to the Park

Roads approach the park from four points along U.S. 53 between
Duluth and International Falls. There is scheduled airline service to
International Falls, and Hibbing, Minnesota and Fort Frances, Ontario,
Canada. Car rentals are available at airports. Transportation and lodging are
also available at the park’s gateway communities.

Kettle Falls Hotel and Dam

Built in the early 1900s, the historic Kettle Falls Hotel attracted a transient
community of people, including lumberjacks, fish buyers, prospectors,
bootleggers and tourists.

Long before the hotel and dam were built, Ojibwe Indians and voyageurs
portaged their birch bark canoes and trade goods on this narrow strip of
land between Rainy and Namakan Lakes.

The Kettle Falls Hotel is in Voyageurs National Park and is listed on the
National Register of Historic Places. The Kettle Falls Hotel and restaurant
continue to welcome visitors each summer.

This popular destination is managed by a
private concessionaire. Call (218) 240-1726
during the summer and (218) 875-2070
during the winter for more information.

Naturalist-guided boat tours to Kettle Falls
depart from the Kabetogama Lake Visitor
Center during the summer months (see
program schedule on page 4).

Ellsworth Rock Gardens

Jack Ellsworth constructed a unique sculp-
ture garden on his vacation property on
Kabetogama Lake from 1944 to 1965. Mr.
Ellsworth designed terraces containing 32
varieties of flowers atop a 60-foot granite
outcrop. Over 13,000 lilies bloomed during
the garden’s peak.

The Ellsworth Rock Gardens are accessible
only by water. Picnic facilities and a bath-
room are located at this popular visitor des-
tination. Naturalist-guided boat tours depart
from the Kabetogama Lake Visitor Center to
bring people out to the gardens throughout
the summer (see program schedule on page
4). Stop by a park visitor center to pick up a
brochure if exploring this visitor destination
on your own.

Little American
Gold Mine Island

Discover the past on Little American Gold
Mine Island while you explore the remains
of mining activities from the 189os Rainy
Lake gold rush.

All tours are subject to change, please call ahead for schedule changes.
A minimum of 4 passengers are required for all tours with the exception of the
Kettle Falls Tours which require a minimum of 6 passengers.

Call (888) 381-2873 to make a reservation for
scheduled tour boat, Explore by Canoe and
North Canoe trips. The reservation line is
open daily from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

Adult fees cover ages 17 and up, child fees
cover ages 3-16, infants 2 and under are free.

A credit card is required to make reserva-
tions in advance. If you do not make
advance reservations you may pay at the boat if space is available. If all seats have
been paid for in advance, then no walk-on passengers will be accepted. Refunds will
be issued ONLY if advance reservations are canceled at least 24 hours before the

scheduled tour departs. No refunds will be issued if less than 24 hours notice is given.

FEDERAL SENIOR PASS and ACCESS PASS holders are eligible for a discount on
park-operated tour boat and North Canoe fees. To receive the discounted rate you

If paying at the boat you must have a Federal Senior Pass or Access Pass in your pos-
session to receive the discount. No discount will be applied if you do not present your
Senior Pass or Access Pass when paying. No discounts can be applied once the tour
has started.

If paying by personal check you are required to provide your social security number if
the amount due is over $50. If you do not wish to provide your social security number
you may pay with cash or credit card. Visa, MasterCard, Discover, American Express,
and Diners Club are accepted for payment.

Birding is great there with a great blue heron
rookery and sightings from warblers to woodpeckers. Bring
your binoculars, bug spray, and a sense of adventure. Sections
of this trail are groomed for skiing in the winter months.

27.87 mile system

Travel through backcountry forests and wetlands on this
extensive system of interconnected trails. Four trailheads

WANT TO RENT
A WATERCRAFT?

Experience the solitude of a remote interior
lake on the Kabetogama Peninsula without
having to portage a boat or canoe.

The National Park Service provides canoes
and/or rowboats on several interior lakes for a
fee of $10 per boat, per day.

There are no canoe or rowboat rentals at the
visitor centers.

The Kabetogama Peninsula can only be
accessed by water, so you will need to use your
own boat, reserve a seat on the park’s shuttle to
Locator Lake (see information below) or
reserve a water taxi service (see page 14-15) to
access the trails that lead to the park’s interior
lakes.

Interior Lake canoes and/or rowboats are
located on the following lakes: (see map insert)

1) Locator, 2) Quill, 3) Ek, 4) Cruiser, 5) Little
Shoepack, 6) Shoepack, 7) Cranberry Creek,
8) Brown, 9) Peary

Reservations are required and may be made up
to one week in advance. Call (218) 875-2111 to

(218) 286-5258 or (888) 381-2873 for # 7-9.
Walk-in reservations are accepted at the

Rainy Lake and Kabetogama Lake Visitor
Centers when space is available.

do not allow you to bring your own watercraft
into interior park lakes.

Voyageurs National Park is offering a regularly
scheduled shuttle service to Locator Lake
trailhead. Hike 2 miles, one way to the interior
lakes. Once there, canoes are available for use
ONLY if reserved in advance. Reservations
are required for the shuttle. Call (888) 381-2873
for departure times to reserve your spot.

A minimum of 4 passengers is required for

the shuttle to go. Adults/Child $20 (roundtrip).
A reservation for a shuttle service does not
guarantee you a reservation for a canoe rental.
To request a reservation for a canoe rental,
call the Kabetogama Lake Visitor Center

(218) 875-2111 and see the information on
watercraft rentals above.

e You need a boat to camp in the park. All campsites are accessible by water
only. Car camping is available at the nearby Woodenfrog & Ash River state
forest campgrounds and at private campgrounds.

ﬁ All individual campsites in the park are free. There is a $35 per night fee for
& group campsites (see information below).

A free permit is required for all overnight stays in the park (see information
below).

Between May 15 and September 15, tent and houseboat camping within the
park is limited to 14 days at a specific site, and 30 days in a calendar year.

Use a camp stove or build campfires in established fire rings.

Never leave a fire unattended. Drown and stir all campfires with water to be
sure they are out cold. If ashes are still warm to the touch they may still start a
fire.

Collecting wood for campfires is allowed only if the wood is DEAD and
DOWNED. Do not cut down any tree in the park, living or dead, for
firewood.

Do not bring firewood into the park from outside of the immediate area
unless it is from an approved Minnesota DNR firewood vendor.

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Where Have all the
Moose Gone?

Moose (Alces alces) are a charismatic species that his-
torically were an integral part of the boreal forests,
including what is now Voyageurs National Park.
Considering that woodland caribou (Rangifer tarandus)
were gone from the region around 1930 and white-
tailed deer (Odocoileus virginianus) invaded around
1900, MOOse
remain the
only native
ungulate that
occurred at
the time of the
Voyageurs.
However,
moose num-
bers appear to
be declining
and they may be at risk of extirpation from Voyageurs
National Park due a number of emerging threats.
White-tailed deer are increasing at the northern edge of
their range in Minnesota, including in the Voyageurs
National Park area, and deer spread parasites fatal to
moose such as brainworm (Parelaphostrongylus tenuis)
and liver flukes (Fascioloides magna). Moose may also
be sensitive to increasing summer and winter tempera-
tures, which are expected to rise over the next century
from the effects of global climate change. Moose can
become heat stressed at temperatures above 60°F in the
summer or 20°F in the winter. Heat stress can cause
moose to spend less time feeding or decrease their
immune response to disease and parasites. To address
this emerging issue, Voyageurs National Park, in collab-
oration with the University of Minnesota-Duluth and
the US Geological Survey, began a research program in
January 2009 to provide managers with critically need-
ed information. Specifically, this project seeks to: 1) esti-
mate current numbers of moose in the park, 2) identify
the prevalence of parasites fatal to moose in the local
deer population, and 3) study the effects of temperature
on moose habitat use and physiology.

Studying the Ecological Effects of
Artificially Managed Lake Levels

The international waters of Rainy Lake and the
Namakan Reservoir have been controlled by several
privately owned dams since the early 19o0s. In response
to documented ecosystem degradation, rules governing

water level management were changed by the
International Joint Commission (IJC) in 2000 to pro-
duce a more natural annual pattern, particularly by
reducing the winter drawdown in the Namakan
Reservoir. The IJC charged affected natural resource
management agencies with the duty of monitoring
whether the new annual pattern of water level fluctua-
tion is beneficial to the ecosystem. A joint U.S. and
Canadian coordinating committee was established to
oversee development and implementation of a long-
term, multidisciplinary monitoring plan that would
accurately and reliably measure performance indica-
tors. Voyageurs National Park and cooperators con-
ducted monitoring programs for indicators including;
aquatic vegetation communities, furbearer habitat and
behavior, common loon nesting success, benthic inver-
tebrate communities, harvested fish populations, mer-
cury concentrations in game fish, chlorophyll-a and
water chemistry, and diatom communities. Data analy-
ses are ongoing for many of the individual response
variables. Preliminary results indicate that mercury
concentrations in young-of-the-year yellow perch are
highly correlated with water level fluctuation in these
reservoirs and that some of the predicted positive bio-
logical changes appear to have occurred in the
Namakan Reservoir in both wetland vegetation com-
munities and benthic invertebrate communities -
results for the other studies are pending. Interestingly,
some changes also appear to have occurred in unregu-
lated Lac la Croix and in Rainy Lake where the change
in annual water level pattern was minimal. Other influ-
ences, including climate change, may increase the diffi-
culty of identifying changes related to the altered pat-

tern of water levels. A USGS/NPS analytical modeling
project is being conducted (2008-2011) using these
monitoring data to assess the effects of the new pattern
of annual water level fluctuation on the aquatic ecosys-
tem in a more holistic fashion.
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A Good Life by the Lake

The Kabetogama Ranger Station house was built in
1935 by the Civilian Conservation Corps and, for most
of the building’s existence, has been the home to
foresters, deputies, park rangers, and their families. Life
at the Ranger Station house was busy, entwined with
duties of the Minnesota Forestry District business.

Eino Lindgren was a district forester who lived in the
Ranger Station house with his family from 1954 until the
fall of 1971. Eino’s son Bill assisted his father from the
time he was eight years old, packing water over beaver
dams to fires on the Kabetogama Peninsula or towing
stranded boats in any kind of weather. Forester
Lindgren’s wife cooked for firefighters, baking bread
every day, or sat in the fire tower in Kinmount, scan-
ning the horizon for “smokes,” the first sign of fire. Bill
Lindgren recalled, “I had a lot of chores, but everyone
else did, too. It was a good life, hard, but good”

This past year, there has been construction activity at
the Kabetogama Ranger Station house. The kitchen is
getting an update, the front porch is being reclaimed,
the great room is being restored, and an addition is
being added to make it possible for park rangers and
their families to live and carry on the duties of the dis-
trict in the house by the lake for many more decades.
