FEE WAIVER POLICY

Fee waiver procedures at White Sands National Monument will follow the guidelines as stated in the Federal Register, Volume 39, No. 180 on Monday, September 16, 1974 s 18.13.

“…#3.  No Federal recreation fee shall be charged for commercial or other activities not related to recreation, including, but not limited to, organized tours or outings conducted for educational or scientific purposes related to the resources of the area visited by bona fide institutions established for this purposes. Applicants for waiver of fees on this basis will be required to provide a statement as to the purposes of the visit proposed.  The use of any recreation facility for which a fee waiver is requested must relate directly to scientific or educational purposes of the visit and may not be primarily for recreational purposes.  No Federal recreation fee shall be charged any hospital inmate actively involved in medical treatment or therapy in the area visited.

“…#4.  No entrance fee shall be charged to any person conducting State, Local or Federal government business.”

. . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . Following the intent of the above regulations, the following policies are established for administering the fee waiver regulations at White Sands National Monument:

Any group requesting a fee waiver must:

1. Submit the application at least two weeks in advance of visit.

2. Meet the necessary recognition as scientific or educational institution or group.

3. Provide written documentation that the primary purpose of the proposed visit is a curriculum-based educational activity directly to the park’s unique resources.

4. Indicate that any use of recreation facilities is directly related to the scientific or educational purpose of the visit.

Park Regulations

White Sands National Monument is a wildlife preserve; all plants and animals are protected and must not be harmed or disturbed.  Do not collect any sand, rocks, or any other natural or archeological objects.  Help keep the area clean by using the fire grills and refuse containers.  Vehicles are restricted to roads and parking areas.  Pets must be leashed or under physical restraint while in the monument.

Safety Tips

Natural conditions in the White Sands can be hazardous.  When sand is tunneled into, it collapses easily, causing rapid suffocation.  Sand surfing is a hazardous sport, so be careful.  It is easy to become lost and disoriented when hiking, especially during sandstorms.  If hiking away from roads, take a buddy along.  Let someone know where you are going.  Pedestrians in the picnic area should be careful of the heavy traffic.  Remain alert and watch your children.  Please have the children bring plenty of water, a hat and sunscreen.
