Leads team work efforts and provides traffic and pedestrian management, emergency response, and 

visitor assistance. Wears the park ranger uniform. (24-40 hours per week). Generally works 3:30 pm–

midnight.  $16.33 per hour. 
 

Park Guide GS-04:  

Assists with programs at the Children’s Theatre-in-the-Woods. Gives interpretive/education programs. 

Wears the park ranger uniform. Full time (40 hours per week) 7 am–3:30 pm. $14.59 per hour.
