Filene Center Volunteers

All volunteers for the evening summer
performances commit to volunteer one night a
week, must be 18 years of age and attend a yearly
mandatory training.

Volunteer Ushers assist with passing out programs,
help patrons find their seats, and help enforce the
house rules. Volunteer Rangers provide cart rides
from the parking lots to the main gate, staff the
kiosk, and assist with general patron safety.

First-Aid Volunteers must be certified at a
minimum of the First Responder level. Recycling
Specialist Volunteers help educate the public about
recycleable materials and how to participate with
Wolf Trap’s recycling program. Roaming
Interpretive Volunteers help answer questions in
the picnic areas before the show.

Children’s Theatre-in-the-Woods Volunteers
Volunteers for the daytime performances at the
Children’s Theatre must be at least 13 years old and
attend an orientation. These volunteers assist with a
variety of duties — from helping the patrons and
performers at the theatre to helping at the box
office. Volunteers over 18 with a valid driver’s
license can also help by providing cart rides from
the parking lot.
