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GIS/GPS Project Data Working Directory 
· Once all of the GIS data for your project area has been inventoried and organized into a GIS Database Structure, work on the specific field season project can begin within the active project directory.
· Any datasets being edited or created should be done locally in a project subfolder.  If the GIS Database resides on a separate server make a COPY of the dataset in the appropriate project directory subfolder (ie …\data) and edit the local copy.

· Example of subdirectories for a project:

H:\beol02_03_h\gps (Collected GPS data, before conversion to shapefiles or coverages)

H:\beol02_03_h\AXLs (ArcIMS projects)

H:\beol02_03_h\imagery (landsat data, remote sensing data, etc.)

H:\beol02_03_h\photos (Aerial photos, ground photos)

H:\beol02_03_h\docs (All associated documents or text files)

H:\beol02_03_h\database (any associated databases or spreadsheets)
