8.a. Legal Name – This is the name of the organization that has registered (or will register) with the Central Contractor Registration (CCR).  Applicants do not have to register with CCR to apply for the Japanese American Confinement Sites grant, but grantees will be required to register prior to receiving funds.  Information about registering with CCR can be found at http://www.ccr.gov/.

8.c. All institutions applying to federal grant programs are required to provide a DUNS number, issued by Dun & Bradstreet, as part of their application. Project directors should contact their institution’s grant administrator or chief financial officer to obtain their institution’s DUNS number. 9. Type of Applicant:  Enter the letter indicated on the list on the Instructions (at the end of the form).  For the majority of applicants, only one applicant type under this question is necessary.
10. Name of Federal Agency: Leave "National Park Service" in the field.
11. Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance Number and Title:  Leave field blank.
12. Funding Opportunity Number and Title:  Leave field blank.
13. Competition Identification Number: Leave field blank.
Competition Opportunity Title: Leave field blank.
14. Areas Affected by the Project:  Enter the names of the cities, counties and/or states affected by the proposed project.

15. Descriptive Title of Applicant’s Project:  Enter the name of your project, keeping it as short as possible (Example:  Restoration of the Gardens of Monticello).
16. Congressional Districts of Applicant and Project:  Congressional district numbers can be searched by zip code on the House of Representatives website at: http://www.house.gov/.  If your project or organization is in a place that doesn't have a congressional district (e.g. it is in a state or U.S. territory that doesn't have districts), enter "00-000" in the field.
