Summer Seasonal Ranger William Earl, also known as Dr. William Earl, PhD., teaches English and is the Director of Theater at Wartburg College in Wartburg, Iowa.  He is a docent at the Herbert Hoover Presidential Library in Iowa and the nationally known Ten Chimney Historic Site in Wisconsin.  His interest in history has prompted him to look at seasonal jobs with the National Park Service where he can expand his possibilities.





His talk will feature a time period when fossil collecting in the west was competitive to say the least.  Many have heard of the conflicts between Edward Cope and O.C. Marsh while they were fossil hunting and identifying many of the fossilized animals that we know today.  This fierce competition continued between excavation crews for years even at the Agate Fossil Hills.





Agate Fossil Beds National Monument is located just 22 miles south of Harrison, or 34 miles north of Mitchell, Nebraska, on State Highway 29, then east on River Road for three miles to the visitor center. The visitor center is open from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. The park’s two trails are open from dawn to dusk. Admission is free.
