Walter Andersen:  We had two Quonset huts. One Quonset hut was for our living quarters 

where we slept and then we had a shower in there and a stove that ran on diesel oil. And then in 

the other Quonset hut we had a galley and an eating area. And then we had a storage area for 

food and then we had the last 10 feet of it was for our radio equipment. 

 

Janis Kozlowski:  And was that all set up when you arrived? 

 

Walter Andersen:  Yes, it was.  

 

We had … there was a radar navigational device there on top of that mountain too at Wrangell. 

So, planes coming in they could focus on that, on that - “racon”, I think they called it.  

 

Janis Kozlowski:  So, did you hear them coming over sometimes? 

 

Walter Andersen:  No.  

 

Janis Kozlowski:  Didn’t hear them from where you were?
