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Construction Project Underway at Muleshoe Reservoir

Gallitzin, PA:  The Allegheny Portage Railroad National Historic Site announces a temporary trail detour in the Muleshoe Curve area of the 6-10 hiking trail. The temporary hiking trail is needed because of a Hollidaysburg Reservoir reconstruction project. Heavy equipment will be accessing the dam site across Allegheny Portage Railroad and the 6 to 10 trail. A temporary hiking trail has been installed and a fence has been placed between the work area and the temporary trail.  This project is expected to last two years (2012-2013).  Visitors are advised that for the duration of the project, there will be no parking on the National Park Service side of old Route 22 where there is now a construction entrance.  Visitors are also advised to use caution along the 6 to 10 trail at the Muleshoe area, because of the heavy construction equipment being utilized at the work site.  Even with this project, the 6-10 Trail is still open to the public.
