Fuel Reduction Projects and Cultural Resources Checklist
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Planning
· Ensure that the Fire Management Officer has all of the information needed to consider cultural resources when implementing specific fuel reduction projects.
· Review status of Fuel Reduction/Burn Plan schedule annually.
· Notify Fire Management Officer of any APEs containing cultural resources that have not been evaluated eligibility for nomination to the National Register of Historic Places.
· Develop a plan and schedule for survey and identification, and evaluation of cultural resources in proposed fuel reduction project areas.
· Work with the Fire Management Officer to obtain funding for necessary cultural resource survey and evaluation.
· Work with the park Section 106 coordinator to ensure that fuel reduction projects comply with the National Historic Preservation Act.
· If using the “standard” process, obtain concurrence for the project from the State Historic Preservation Officer. 
· If using the streamlined process under the nationwide Programmatic Agreement (between the NPS and the Advisory Council for Historic Preservation and the National Conference of State Historic Preservation Officers), ensure that planned fuel reduction project is an undertaking that qualifies under Section III.C.7 of the agreement. This section pertains to fuel reductions.
· If using a programmatic agreement between the park and the State Historic Preservation Officer, ensure that all requirements for compliance are met.

Implementation
· Ensure that mitigation/treatment measures in planning documents are followed.
· Ensure that knowledgeable cultural resource monitors are in place during the fuel reduction project.

After Fuel Reduction project implementation
· Ensure that APE is monitored for erosion or evidence of cultural resources not in evidence at time of survey.
· Prepare a report outlining fuel reduction project events.
