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Jackrabbits are bigger than cottontail bunnies and they have big, furry feet and long, powerful hind legs that help
them run up to 40 miles per hour. They live in the deserts and scrublands of the West, where they are prey for coyotes,
hawks, owls, mountain lions, and other predators. Emigrants following the wagon trails west were surprised to find
these big hares with their long, long, ears.
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
