	Takeaways:
1.  The NPS protects natural and cultural resources, and allows for the enjoyment of those resources, which can be a difficult balance.
2. There are a wide variety of permanent and temporary jobs in the NPS, offering many learning and career opportunities. 
3. There are numerous internship opportunities for students and youth. Internships are a great way to gain work experience and begin on a career path.
