
Artist in Residence Agreement

Badlands National Park

1.  The Artist in Residence agrees to donate a representative piece of original work that    
     resulted from his/her residency at Badlands National Park from ______________________

     The National Park Service will receive the submission as a part of the park’s museum 

     collection and will be catalogued as a donation to the park.  The submission, depending on 

     the medium, may be displayed in public areas, work areas, or protected in storage for   

     other appropriate uses.  It may be loaned out under the appropriate agreements by the 

     National Park Service.     

2.  The National Park Service will hold copyright on the submission and have unrestricted use 
     of the submission, including use in fund raising, commercial publications, public affairs, and 

     similar activities.  The Artist in Residence will receive credit as the artist/creator

3.  The Artist will retain the rights to use the submission as part of his/her professional portfolio 
     and, with at least 90 days advance notice, be permitted to borrow the submission for shows 

     or similar professional uses.  Transport of the submission to/from the Artist will be the   

     financial responsibility of the Artist.  Any other works resulting from the residency will be the 

     sole property of the artist.  The Artist may choose to donate additional pieces under this 

     agreement.  The Artist has no requirement to donate additional works.  Additionally, the park 

     may seek to purchase other pieces resulting from the residency if appropriate and funds are 

     available.  The park has no requirement to purchase other works.  The Artist agrees to 

     notify the park of exhibits, publication, or performance of other works resulting from the 

     residency.

4.  The Artist agrees to submit the donated piece to Badlands National Park within one year 
     from the completion of the residency.  The Artist is required to notify the park no later than 

     eleven months after the conclusion of the residency how the submission will arrive and 

     what the park should expect.  Failure to submit the donated piece as stipulated will result in 

     forfeiture of the $300 stipend.  The Artist will receive a bill for collection.

5.  The submission must be ready for display or performance upon arrival at the park:
·   Two Dimensional Works must be professionally framed using archival materials.  Glazing 
     should be glass (preferably ultraviolet prohibitive).  Plexiglass is not acceptable.  All pieces 

     should be wired for hanging.  No sawtoothed hangers.  Art must be labeled on back, upper 

     left corner with Artist’s Name, Date, Title of Work and Medium.  Finished piece should not 

     exceed 6’ in any dimension.  A 35 mm slide or .tif file on an archival quality CD, labeled as 

     above, must also be submitted. 

·   Photographers must adhere to the 2D requirements.  In addition, photographs must  be 
     printed to 11x17” or larger.

·  Three Dimensional Works (including weavings) must be mounted on suitable display  
    base or mount.  A 35 mm slide or .tif file on an archival quality CD must also be submitted

    labeled with Artist’s Name, Date, Title of Work and Medium.  Finished piece should not  

    exceed 6’ in any dimension.

·  Digital Photography and Film must be submitted as .tif files on an archival quality CD.  A 
    separate word document must also be included which provides a detailed list on each photo 

    (title, location, date taken, notes.)

·  Writing Submissions must be sent in triplicate with an additional copy as an electronic file   
    on a Windows based word processing program, preferably Word.

·  Performance Pieces must be sent on video with scripts, scores, and director’s notes.  A 
    separate audio tape must be submitted as well.  Both tapes must be professional archive 

    quality and able to be duplicated by the park.

6.  The Artist will include with their final submission the following documentation:
· Title of work.
· Date created.
· Medium  (Visual Artists).
· Dimensions (Visual Artists).
· Artist Statement describing process and purpose of work and its thematic connection to Badlands National Park.
I understand the terms of the agreement and agree to meet these terms.  If I do not, I forfeit the $300 reimbursement of expenses for the residency and must make payment to the National Park Service within one year of completion of the residency.
