What is the deadline?
· All entries must be received by Tuesday, July 15, 2008
· No late entries accepted. 

· Entries will be returned only if accompanied by a self-addressed envelope with sufficient postage.

What is the prize?
· $100 and a one-year Bandelier Pass, from Western National Parks Association

· Your logo will be used on stickers, magnets, pins, high-quality print materials and our website. 

How are entries submitted?
· Full-color, high-quality entries on paper (no electronic media) can be dropped off, during open hours only, at the Bandelier entrance station or Visitor Center, Otowi Station or  the Pajarito Environmental Education Center in Los Alamos or Pandy’s Quilts in White Rock,  or mailed to:

The winner will be selected by July 18, 2008 by a park committee. The committee’s decision is final.
Logo Design Specifications:
· Theme:  All designs should relate to the idea of Bandelier National Monument’s staff and visitors working to make the park as climate-friendly as possible, and/or why this is important to the future. For images and background information on Bandelier National Monument, please visit our website at www.nps.gov/band; climate friendly parks information at www.nps.gov/climatefriendlyparks    

· Requirement:  Artistically incorporate the phrase: “Bandelier: A Climate-Friendly Park” or your own words relating to this idea, into your design.

· Size:  Final design should fit within a space 5” X 5”.  Logo will be used in many different sizes. 

· Limitations:  Out of respect for Pueblo people, please do not use kivas in your design.

· Identification information:  All entries must be accompanied by the following: Artist’s full name, address, phone number and the release form. The artist’s name should be written only on the back of the artwork. If you wish, you may include a paragraph explaining the symbolism of your design and/or how it relates to Bandelier. 
· Privacy:  Child’s name will be used in initial publicity when image is chosen, and child will be featured at a recognition event.  After that, child’s name will not be used.  Names of artists of non-winning images will not be released or displayed.  Artist’s signature will not appear on the logo.
· Original work:  Entries must be original works of art, created solely by the artist (not parents or other adults), and not have been used commercially.
· Usage:  Winning logo may be used on many items, including pins, patches, stickers, official posters, flyers, media materials and the Bandelier website. Logo must retain clarity at small sizes and in black and white.  Artist’s name will not be shown except in initial announcements of competition results.

· Rights:  The parent/guardian of the winning artist must sign the Artwork Release form (on back)  giving full copyrights for the logo to Bandelier National Monument.
