On May 31, 1913 Grosvenor W. Barry along with a group of fellow adventurers set off in a 16 foot, 8 horsepower boat from Hillsboro in the Bighorn Canyon area of southern Montana.
Two months later they arrived in New Orleans. They ran the rapids of Bighorn Canyon, floated the Yellowstone, took on the muddy Missouri and navigated the mighty Mississippi. Their mission was Barry’s Dream - to promote the Cedarvale Dude ranch. They succeeded. 

This is the stuff dreams are truly made of! Today, Hillsboro, Montana is a ghost town protected within Bighorn Canyon National Recreation Area by the National Park Service.
