B When was the Bunker Hill Lodge built?

Construction of the present lodge began in
1901 and was completed in 1903. 11 re-
placed the previons lodge built in 1857.
The lpdge was built to houwse the stame of
Joseph Warren and portraits of several
men who ook pant in the battle. Tt also
served as a meeting place for the board of
directors and a storage place for
groundskeeping equipment. The cost 10
build the lodge, which was over $30,000,
bankrupted the Bunker Hill Moaument
Association.
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5 Did the Monument ever have an elevator?

Yes. In 1842, contracior James 5. Savage
used a steam engine (o raise an elevator
ingide the monument. The engine had been
used with a derrick and hodst, that lifted the
granife blocks, to construct the monument.
This elevator remained in use until the end of
1844 when it was removed.

The first mopument was erected Diecember
1794 in James Russell's pasture (Breed's
Hilly. 1t wasa Tuscan pillar, eighteen feet
high, built of wood and topped with a gilt
o, It cost 31,000 o buald.

& [Is this monument the first dedicated to
an American Revolutionary War battle?

This is the first major commemorive mon-

menl in the United States, Severnl small
monuments were erected ab Yorkiown and
Wesi Poini before construction began on
the Bunker Hill Monument.
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
