Lighthouses

The National Seashore is home to a variety of animals, from coyotes to sharks, shorebirds
to seals. Stay aware and follow these guidelines to protect yourself and Cape Cod’s wildlife.

« Always stay at least 150 feet away from wild animals. Use your zoom!

* Never feed wildlife. It is illegal.
+ Do not disturb or remove natural or cultural features; all are federally protected.

Stay SHARK SMART!

« Sharks hunt seals in shallow waters—even in depths as little as three feet.
« Stay close to shore where rescuers can reach you.
