MONDAY 4TH – 10:30 AM – “HORSESHOE CRAB BIOLOGY PROGRAM TRAINING”  Jessy Wayles, Conservation Science Coordinator from Marine Discovery Center, will be providing information on horseshoe crab biology and a short training on how to conduct visual surveys of the species at the Canaveral Visitor Center auditorium.   A formal presentation on volunteer needs followed by a hands on demonstration of how to conduct surveys.
WEDNESDAY 6TH, 13TH,  20TH AND 27TH -- 10:00 AM - “CANOE MOSQUITO LAGOON”  Reservations will be accepted a week before the canoe date.  Join a guide as you explore this rich and diverse estuary up close.  Some experience is preferred.  You must be at least 8 years old and able to paddle.  You must wear covered shoes (no sandals or flip-flops).  Bring water, sunscreen and a hat.  Dress to get wet.  Individuals with their own kayaks or canoes are welcome to join in. There is no charge for program.  If you need a canoe, there is a rental charge of $25/canoe.  Call (386) 428-3384 ext. 0 to reserve your spot.  Meet at the Visitors Information Center at 9:45 a.m.  We will leave promptly at 10:00 a.m.  (2 hours)
SATURDAY  9TH, 16TH AND 23RD AND SUNDAY  10TH, 17TH AND 24TH -- "BIRDERS" PONTOON BOAT TOUR" Take a leisurely cruise from the dock behind the Visitor Center to see the many birds of Canaveral National Seashore. A park guide will be on board to point out different species as they appear. Our comfortable pontoon boat, Tortuga del Sol, and our licensed captains and experienced mates are trained to provide you with a memorable and safe tour. Join us as we depart from the Visitor Center at 10 a.m., weather permitting. RESERVATIONS ARE REQUIRED and SPACE IS LIMITED. A cost recovery fee of $20.00 per person is charged. WEDNESDAY 6TH, 13H AND 27TH – “PLANTS OF THE PARK”  Join us for a series of plant walks to learn how the plants in the park were used by Native Americans and early settlers and see their unique botanical characteristics and areas of adaptation.  The walk on the 6th meets at the Eldora parking lot #8 at 10 AM.  The walk on the 13th meets at parking lot #9 at 10 AM for loop trail.  On the 27th, meet at the Castle Windy parking lot #3 at 10 AM.  The plant walks will be 2 hours each.
