WEDNESDAY 7th, 14th, 21st, and 28th – 10:00 AM “CANOE MOSQUITO LAGOON” Reservations will be accepted a week before the canoe date.  Join a guide as you explore this rich and diverse estuary up close.  Some experience is preferred.  You must be at least 8 years old and able to paddle.  You must wear covered shoes (no sandals or flip-flops).  Bring water, sunscreen and a hat.  Dress to get wet.  Individuals with their own kayaks or canoes are welcome to join in. Meet at the Visitors Information Center at 9:45 AM.  We will leave promptly at 10:00 a.m. (2 hours)
WEDNESDAY 7th, 14th, and 21st– 10:00 AM “PLANTS OF THE PARK” Join us for a series of plant walks to learn how plants in the park were used by Native Americans and early settlers and see their unique botanical characteristics and areas of adaptation.

Learn tips, techniques and recipes along with the Florida bag and size limits. Salt water fishing license is required. Must wear covered shoes (no sandals or flip-flops).  Meet at 9:45 AM at Parking Lot #7 and cross street to the boat ramp. (Note that parking is limited and you should park only in designated parking spots). (1 hour)
SATURDAY 10th – 10:00 AM “PONTOON BOAT CRUISE TO HISTORIC SEMINOLE REST” Take a leisurely cruise from the dock behind the Visitor Center to Seminole Rest, where there will be a tour of the historic house.
