Join us on these days for the programs listed below. Completing one set of programs and picking up a bag of litter will allow you to complete Canaveral National Seashore’s Junior Ranger Program. Junior Ranger patch and certificate will be awarded when the assigned activities are completed. 

Wednesday 1st, 15th and 29th – 10:00 AM - “BE A TURTLE”  Learn about our endangered sea turtles while playing an active game.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
Wednesday 1st, 15th and 29th - 11:00 AM -  “BODY BOARD WITH A RANGER” Learn about beach and ocean safety and beginning tips on body boarding. (Bring a board if you have one, we have some to loan) Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)



Friday 3rd and 17th – 10:00 AM - “EXPLORING THE SEASHORE VIA DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY”  Explore the Seashore with a digital camera. We will compose the picture and learn about the natural history of the dune/beach environment. Bring sunscreen and water. If you have a digital camera you can bring it or use ours. You will depart with memories and a photo CD. Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
Friday 3rd and 17th – 11:00 AM - “THE ANIMALS OF CANAVERAL NATIONAL SEASHORE”  See a presentation about the many animals that live in the national seashore.  Some are year round residents, others are here only during the summer and some pass through during their migrations. Many of our animals are endangered.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
Wednesday 8th, 22nd and 29th – 10:00 AM - “WILD ABOUT CANAVERAL”  Participate in Canaveral Olympics with stations where you’ll learn the capabilities of different animals.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
Wednesday 8th, 22nd and 29th – 11:00 AM - “SUMMER SAFETY”  Be prepared for a safe and fun summer.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1/2 hour)
Friday 10th and 24th - 10:00 AM - 11:00 AM - “CRAFTS OF THE TIMUCUAN PEOPLE”  Be a Timucuan Indian for an hour and create a useful pot to take home (on the 10th) or learn to make rope (on the 24th).  Prepare to be a little messy (wear old clothes or bring an apron).  We’ll talk about how the Timucuans lived while we create our craft.  Meet at the Visitor Center.      (1 hour)
Friday 10th and 24th -11:00 AM – 12:00 PM - “BEACH DISCOVERY”  Hunt for natural treasures.  We’ll walk the beach for fun and exercise for about 1 mile.  Bring sunscreen, hats and water.  Meet at the Visitor Center.  (1 hour)
