WEDNESDAY, 7th, 14th & 28th– 9:00 AM “WILDLIFE PHOTOGRAPHY” – Explore the seashore through the view finder. Discover the diversity and beauty of the various plants and animals inhabiting the barrier island. Bring your camera, water, sunscreen and repellant. Meet at Playalinda Beach. Location posted at the Playalinda Beach Entrance Station. (1 hour)
SATURDAY, 10th – 7:00 PM - “NIGHT SKY EXPLORATION”- Explore the celestial sky with area astronomers. Telescopes will be available for viewing stars, planets and more. THURSDAY, 15TH – 1:00 PM “PLAYALINDA BEACH CLEAN-UP” – Join a ranger and help keep our shorelines trash free. Bring gloves, water and sunscreen. Trash bags provided. Meet at parking area #4. (1 hour)
THURSDAY, 22ND – 9:30 AM “SHORELINE SEASHELL HUNT” – Search for that seashell or sea bean with a ranger. Explore the beach wrack line for treasure. Bring water and sunscreen. Meet at parking area #3. (1 hour)
