MONDAY, JAN 20TH “FEE-FREE DAY” in honor of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. all entrance fees to Canaveral National Seashore will be waived.
THURSDAY, 2ND, 16TH, 23RD, & 30TH & Friday, 3RD, 10TH, 17TH, 24TH, & 31ST – 12:00 PM – 4:00 PM “SEMINOLE REST HISTORIC SITE” – Tour Seminole Rest Historic Site. Walk along the half mile path, and learn about the history of the area. Wildlife viewing opportunities along the lagoon for dolphin and migratory birds are available. A ranger will be at the house for information/questions. 207 River Rd., Oak Hill FL 32759. (4 hours)

TUESDAY, 7TH& 21ST – 10:00 AM “BIOLAB NATURE WALK” – Explore the seashore through the view finder. Discover the diversity and beauty of the various plants and animals within the seashore. Bring your camera, water, sunscreen and repellent. Meet at vista 3. (1 hour)
THURSDAY 9TH & 30TH – 10:00 AM “BARTRAM NATURE WALK” – Walk the historic Bartram Trail hiked by one of the nation’s earliest botanists. Discover the diversity and beauty of the various plants and animals within the seashore. Bring your camera, water, and sunscreen. Meet at the Eddy Creek parking area. (1 hour)
FRIDAY, 10TH & 17TH – 10:00 AM “CAST NETTING AT SEMINOLE REST” – Try your hand at cast netting. Enjoy the lagoon and see what you can catch. We have a few cast nets, bring your own if you wish. Meet at the Seminole Rest parking area. (210 River Road Oak Hill, FL 32759). (1 hour)
TUESDAY, 14TH & 28TH – 10:00 AM “SHORELINE SEASHELL HUNT” – Search for that seashell or sea bean along this pristine undeveloped shoreline. Explore the beach wrack line for treasure. Bring water and sunscreen. Meet at parking area #3. (1 hour)
THURSDAY, 23RD – 9:00 AM “SCRUB JAY VIEWING” – Join a ranger and get a chance to observe this intelligent, rare species. Meet and the Playalinda Beach Ranger Station. (30 minutes)
